Ralph Ricapito and | walked through the Eagles Nest today with Dr. John Morrill to receive his
input on the ecology of the area and his recommendations for remediation. The following
summarizes his suggestions.

The County has platmaps and aerial surveys of the area going back to 1940. They are
available at the Engineering Department, Planning Department and Soil Conservation
Services Department. We should review the aerials to see what the area looked like
before the Developer bulldozed the area to get ideas how the area should be
redeveloped.

We should start cutting all the Carrot Wood and Brazilian Pepper trees on the perimeter
of the preserve, maybe everything within 50’ feet of the property line, to begin the removal
of evasive trees. Carrot Wood and Brazilian Pepper trees toward the center of the
preserve should be trimmed back and reduced over a period of years. Over time, they
should be removed completely as desirable new ptantings and native plants mature.

We should cut the vines out of all the trees throughout the preserve, except those in trees
which are already dead. :

We should not remove the tall dead pine trees as they attract birds.

We should invite Laura Shiller of Florida Native Plants to walk are site and make
recommendations for replacement plantings to help bring the preserve back to its native
state. There are multiple soil types on the property. Each can be used to grow specific
varieties of plants and trees. Ms. Shiller can help us layout appropriate plantings.

Ann Marie Poste, Director of Yards and Neighborhoods for the Count Agricultural
Extension Service should be asked to help us develop a plan. She will walk the site and
give her recommendations.

We can replace the Brazilian Peppers with Wax Myrtle, Florida Privet, Walters Viburnum
and Cedars all with very satisfactory results.

One area behind xox Kestrel Parkway is loaded with poison ivy. This field should be
sprayed with weed killer by a professional exterminator to kill the plants.
