Several years later the LMA formalized the idea by es-
tablishing the Long Term Strategy committee and assign-
ing Henry Rhodes. an energetic relative newcomer to the
Landings, to chair the effort.

On the surface one would think setting up such a com-
mittee was an easy call, making a lot of sense for deter-
mining the future of an almost 30 year old, exclusive
gated community. But our observations suggest such a
call is not without controversy. There are those in the
community who subscribe to

may bring controversy, change or possibly an increase in
expenses for the LMA, which might increase in our com-
paratively low annual fee of just over $1000, far less than
many gated communities.

We commend the LMA board and President Bob Capo
for a gutsy, progressive move in setting up the Long Term
Strategy committee and Henry Rhodes for grabbing the
opportunity to muster community participation as we have
not seen in our almost 12 years in The Landings.

Soon we will begin to see recommendations from the
various committees studying their views of potential
changes and improvements.

The recommendations are likely to be broad and varied.
Some will be simple, non-controversial and easily imple-
mented. Others will be complicated, possibly costly and
likely controversial.

I't is our hope these
public discussion i not with the assumption they will all be
implemented, but will be considered and evaluated.
