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Traffic LHA Topic As Well

the LHA.  While homes on that street, on the northwest side of  

The Landings are not required to pay dues to the LMA or LHA; 

they are, according the Board,  required by the covenants to 

comply with architectural restrictions, includ-

ing approval  of major changes by the LHA 

Board.  No specific action was determined. 

   A metal roof was finally approved for an-

other Landings home.

ñBumpsò still Hot at LMA 

 

Under ñold business,ò the speed bumps drew most of the at-

tention at the March LMA meeting.  Audience members, echo-

ing letters to the editor in The Eagle objected to the bumps in 

various degrees.   Some simply want them ñGONE,; others 

would settle for fewer of them or modified heights. 

Safety and security chair Bill Whitman defended the need for 

such traffic control, conceding they were too aggressive and 

very likely would be modified.   Others called for removal at 

least temporarily until a final decision is made. 

Whitman indicated at least one traffic control expert would be 

brought in to advise on the bumps and other 

options.  In the meantime the current temporary 

bumps will remain in place. 

Whitman emphasized traffic and safety prob-

lems are a major issue in The Landings.  In 

addition to undesirably high speeds at the gate, 

speeders are frequent on many Landings roads 

and stop signs are frequently rolled through, if 

not ignored. 

Weôve not heard the last of the speed bump 

traffic safety debate at the LMA. 

In other LMA business the president reported the back fence 

of the old Darby Buick property along Phillippi Shores Drive 

has been altered, as the new owners had promised, to block the 

view of vehicles, old and new, stored there.

LMA Statement on Speed Bumps  
By Bill Whitman, Chair Safety & Security, LMA 

 

Your views, both pro and con concerning our speed bumps 
have our full attention. We fully apologize for not giving ad-
vance notice for the installation of the current speed bumps at 
the main and north gates. The bumps were installed approxi-
mately a month ago following a safety occurrence which re-
quired immediate action. The Board felt it necessary to 
promptly gain better control of 
the Safety/Security issues exist-
ing at the two gates.   

We have enlisted the services 
of a professional traffic engineer 
whose advice we expect to have 
in hand shortly. The existing 
bumps will remain in place un-
til  we have the engineer's recom-
mendations and a review is 
made by The Board. 

Many of you have offered 
some positive suggestions and 
alternatives; all of your feedback and concerns are gratefully 
appreciated and are under consideration by your committee 
members. 

Speed bumps have been in place in The Landings at a few 
strategic locations for many years in an UNSUCCESS-
FUL effort to slow speeders. An incident took place Sunday 
afternoon March 4th around noon. A hit and run driver damaged 
property splitting four posts, supporting rope, and a speed sign 
on Landings Blvd north of Heron Way. The damage will have 
been repaired and most likely will not be paid for by the party/
parties responsible unless they come forward to report their 
unfortunate incident. 

We fully understand that many residents wish all the speed 
bumps would be removed. The "speed bump issue" relates to 

the overall safety in our community and is currently under 
review by your LMA Board. The safety and security commit-
tee will report their recommendations to the full Board at the 
next monthly meeting on April 5.  

An special meeting may be called to address this and other 
serious issues.

Rumors spread around The Landings in mid-March of cases 

of Legionnairesô Disease. 

As of The Eagleôs print deadline, March 20, here are the 

available facts. 

Two cases have been confirmed among Landings residences.  

Due to confidentially laws the Health Department will not re-

lease names, sex or residence of the two hospitalized. Landings 

neighbors indicate the two did not have the same address. 

As of this date there is no confirmed source of the bacteria. 

Scott Pritchard of the Florida State Health Department ex-

plained to The Eagle the basic bacteria is quite common but 

seldom makes its presence known. First, it must be distributed 

as a mist under just the right temperature and other specific 

circumstances to affect individuals. Most people have little or 

no reaction to it.. 

The LRC spa was closed as a precaution. Pritchard explained 

it takes 8-10 days for water tests to be completed.  After that 

period it can be reopened if tests are negative; if not further 

treatment will be necessary. 

Pinning down time frames is difficult as the disease has an 

incubation period of 2 ï 14 days. 

Here is the specific Health Department advisory on symptoms:  
Individuals most at risk of getting sick 

from the bacteria are people 65 years of age 

or older, as well as people who are smokers, 

those who have a chronic lung disease or 

have weak immune systems from diseases 

like cancer, diabetes, or kidney failure.  Peo-

The 
LMA, and therefore all of us, 
are open to lawsuits if man-
agement neglects appropri-
ate and obvious means to 
prevent accidents.  Win or 
lose such litigation is costly 
and affects already high in-
surance rates. 

There is also the responsi-
bility of Landins and their 
guests.  A responsibility to 
drive carefully; avoid speed-
ing; not perform coast 
through stops at stop signs; 
take it easy at the gates; 
slowdown for walkers and cut 
a wide swath to dog walkers.  
In short, be careful, responsi-
ble drivers. 

A number have written why 
should the majority have to 
suffer the speed bumps for 
the sins of the few? There 
must be a better way! 

There may well be a better 
way.  If you know what it is 
write the LMA or The Eagle.  
In the meantime if the small 
minority of offenders would 
quit offending, there wouldnôt 
be an issue, 
would there?
