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LMA June/July Actions 
 

This report summarizes LMA board meetings for both the 
June and July monthly meetings. 
LMA president Henry Rhodes outlined the current status of 
the Eagle's Nest Area litigation for the board and audience. 
Since the judge rejected both the plaintiffôs and defendantôs 
request for summary judgment the next step, by law, is media-
tion prior to a hearing. The mediation date has been set for 
Thursday, October 5, at 9am. Attorney A. James Rolfes presid-
ing. òDiscovery" dates should a trial be pursued, for early No-
vember. There is, of course, the possibility both sides could 
settle prior to those dates, but there was no discussion of any 
intent to do so. The Eagle has no information regarding wheth-
er any such discussions are underway. 
In order to facilitate a bit more time to prepare budgets the 
August meeting of the LMA board has been moved from Au-
gust 4 to August 15. Treasurer Bayles indicated the 2012 budg-
et will be prepared with a zero base approach. That is, all line 
items will start at zero with specific expenses delineated by the 
month payment will be due on existing contracts, or planned 
and proposed on new actions. The proposed budget will be pub-
lished in The Eagle prior to a vote by the board. The Treas. also 
reported moving some funds from a CD to a money market 

account which provides a better return and makes tapping those 
funds more flexible for upcoming expenses. 
There was a lengthy discussion about whether all of the 
brown posts and ropes used at some critical corners and curves 
should be removed for aesthetic reasons. Some contend that 
they could be retained if of the property owner so desires them 
and is willing to maintain them, others 
feel they should be removed if they are on 
LMA property or easements. No action 
was taken. 
The drainage committee reported work 
on the swales along Landings Boulevard 
between Landings Terrace and Kestrel 
Pkwy., South has been undertaken and 
discussions continue on handling modifi-
cations to the cedar fence on the south 
side of Landings Boulevard at the Heron 
Way curve.  
Safety and security committee chair Bill 
Whitman reported    the main gate has 
available a four-page hurricane guide. Just 
ask the guard on duty. 
   There've been some problems with the 
control boards on the North gate openers. 

Repairs are underway, but in the 
meantime residents should see 
no difference in response by use 
of a workaround provided until repairs are complete. 
   The board also authorized the expenditure of $8200 
for a spare control board so one will be readily availa-
ble should such problems occur in the future. 
   Roads Committee Chair Ron De Anna submitted 
the report provided by consultant Araman & Associ-
ates advising the best approach for long-term mainte-
nance and resurfacing of Landings roads. The sug-
gested plan of action is to make repairs on existing 
roads using money provided in this year's budget. Lay 
out a long-term plan beginning in 2015 in which 
much larger portions of Landings roads would be 
resurfaced providing substantial savings from the 
economies of scale, rather than doing a short patch of 
road each year. Estimates will be compiled of neces-
sary reserves should such a plan be adopted for the 
long-term. 
   Drafts of several documents were provided all 
board members for discussion at a later meeting re-
garding potential long-term policies for the LMA and 
its board.  They are titled: Conflict of Interest Policy,  
Whistleblower Policy, Document Retention and De-
struction Policy and Code of Ethics. Each follow 
largely similar documents used in corporate America 
to ensure openness and transparency in business.  
   The drafts are available for resident  study at 
www.LandingsEagle.com  - from the right-hand col-
umn of the home page click on LMA proposed poli-
cies.  
    The president appointed Joe Hen-
nessy as chairman of the Landscape 
Committee. Hennessy brings a long 
time interest in horticulture and work 
as a volunteer at Selby Gardens. He's 
a two-year resident of The Landings 
and a "full timer."

LHA June/July Meetings 

 

A summary presented to the board of homeowner foreclo-

sures in The Landings show only one home in foreclosure, and 

it is, more specifically, on a short sale list rather than a foreclo-

sure list. That Pine Harrier Way home has re-

quired some expenses on the part of the LHA 

to maintain a presentable appearance from the 

road. The LHA does not endeavor to maintain 

the interior, nor the pool area. There are sever-

al other houses in The Landings in various 

stages of default, but specific foreclosure ac-

tions have not occurred. 

The board has asked for volunteers from 

the community to serve on the landscape com-

mittee whose primary job is to enforce appear-

ance issues of individual homes. If you're in-

terested in serving you can contact Bill Whit-

man. 

There was a lengthy discussion at the board 

meeting regarding how to handle issues where 

there appear to be potential conflicts between 

the LMA and the LHA. For example the brown posts and ropes 

which appear many places in The Landings have been removed 

for appearance purposes. There are those who would like to see 

the remaining ones removed, however the homeowners in-

volved do not wish to have them removed. Finding the balance 

between homeowner rights and aesthetics, frequently a matter 

of opinion, presents an interesting problem. This is especially 

true where there is a specific purpose in the posts and ropes, for 

example discouraging shortcut walk-throughs of private prop-

erty or protection of property from automobiles on tight turns 

where there is marginal visibility. 

The only expense item running higher-than-expected for the 

LHA year to date is mailbox replacement. It was suggested, 

and decided, to purchase several backup units to save having 

expensive service calls for their installation. 

In the June issue of The Eagle the board reminded 

homeowners that trees on their property should not 

overhang roads by less than 12 feet. It was deter-

mined at the June meeting this height should be 

raised to 15 feet in order to ensure passage of emer-

gency and maintenance vehicles. 

Concerns seem to be building among LHA board 

members over the increasing size of privately owned 

maintenance vehicles serving Landings residents. 

There are concerns over safety issues as they block 

line of sight on roads as well as concerns that leak-

ing oil where vehicles park weekly are causing dete-

rioration in the surface asphalt. While no motions 

were made it is clear there is some thinking on the 

Board of limiting the size and perhaps applying 

some parking restrictions on such vehicles.

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State Law Changes for Homeowners and Condo Associations

Legislative Amendments Affect Chapter 718 (Condominium Act) and Chapter 720 of the Flori-
da Statutes 
On June 21, 2011, Florida Gov. Rick Scott signed into law House Bill 1195, which amends, among 
other things, various provisions of Chapters 718 and 720 of the Florida Statutes-the state laws re-
lating to condominiums and homeowners' associations. Effective July 1, 2011, these changes cover 
issues, including official records; board requirements and meetings; collection of rent by an associ-
ation; suspension of use rights; and condominium bulk buyers and bulk assignees. In addition, 
Governor Scott signed into law House Bill 59, effective July 1, 2011, relating to service of process 
in condominiums and gated communities. The following is a summary of some of the legislation 
included in H.B. 1195 and H.B. 59. 
Chapter 718 of the Florida Statutes (Condominium Act) 
Official Records. This legislation clarifies that owners are permitted to consent in writing to the 

disclosure of their protected contact information and provides that a condominium association is not liable for disclosure of protected 
contact information if the information is included in an official record of the association and is voluntarily provided by the owner and 
not requested by the association. In addition, the legislation clarifies that although personnel records of the condominium association 
or management company employees are not available for inspection by owners, the owners will be permitted to inspect employment 
agreements and budgetary and financial records that indicate the compensation paid to employees. 
Open Meetings. The legislation will now permit condominium boards to hold closed meetings that are not open to unit owners relat-
ing to "personnel" matters. 
Attachment of Rent. Last year, Chapter 718 of the Florida Statutes was amended to authorize a condominium association to require 
that a condominium unit owner's tenant pay rent directly to the condominium association if a unit owner is delinquent in paying 
monetary obligations to the condominium association. The current legislation clarifies that what was previously referred to as "future 
monetary obligations" includes all subsequent rent due from the tenant to the unit owner and must be paid to the condominium asso-
ciation until all delinquent accounts are paid in full. The legislation also provides a form demand letter required to be sent to tenants 
by the condominium association explaining the tenant's obligation to pay rent to the condominium association, and clarifies that the 
tenant is immune from any claim by the landlord/unit owner relating to the rent that is timely paid to the condominium association 
after the condominium association has made a written demand for rent from the tenant. 
Director Certification. Last year, Chapter 718 of the Florida Statutes was amended to require all newly elected or appointed direc-
tors to certify that they have read and will uphold the condominium association's documents within 90 days of being elected or ap-
pointed or, alternatively, the newly elected or appointed directors may take a course administered by an approved condominium edu-
cational provider. The legislation clarifies that the written certification or educational certificate is valid as long as the director serves 
on the board without interruption, and provides that if an educational certificate is provided in lieu of a written certification, then the 
directors must submit proof of educational course attendance that was completed within one year before or 90 days after the date of 
the election or appointment. 
Suspensions. Last year, Chapter 718 of the Florida Statutes was amended to authorize a condominium association to suspend the 
right of a unit owner to use the common elements, common facilities and other association property if the unit owner is more than 90 
days delinquent in paying monetary obligations to the association until such unit owner has paid the required assessments, as well as 
to suspend the voting rights of a delinquent unit owner. The legislation allows suspension of common-element use rights for not only 
nonpayment but also for failure to comply with condominium documents, with a hearing required for suspension as a result of failure 
to comply with condominium documents but no hearing required for suspension as a result of delinquency. The legislation clarifies 
that if voting rights are suspended as a result of a delinquency, the suspended vote does not count toward quorum requirements or a 
vote required to approve an action. Although suspensions of use rights for nonpayment of assessments will not require a hearing, the 
board has to approve such suspensions at a properly noticed meeting. 
Elections and Staggered Terms. The legislation clarifies that board-member terms do not expire at the condominium association's 
annual meeting if all of the member terms would expire at the annual meeting but there are no candidates running for the board. In 
those instances where the board-member terms expire at the condominium association's annual meeting, the board members may 
stand for reelection unless prohibited by the bylaws, suggesting that term limits are permitted if so provided in the bylaws. The legis-
lation also clarifies that a candidate for the board must be eligible to serve on the board at the time of the deadline for submitting a 
notice of intent (40 days prior to the election) in order for his or her name to be listed as a candidate on the election ballot or to serve 
on the board. 
Termination of Condominium. The legislation provides for partial termination of condominiums and that a plan of partial termina-

   Each year the Florida Legislature seems to make change in the statutes governing Condo and Home Owner Associations.  This 
year the Miami firm of Duane Morris LLP  (Suite 3400, 200 South Biscayne Boulevard 
Miami, FL 33131-2318) has granted the Eagle permission to reprint their summary of those changes.  Remember the LMA and 
LHA are both governed by Homeowners Rules, all condos by condo Rules. These rules do not necessarily apply to the LRC.

In all of the above cases security should be notified as well, 
either from a secondary phone OR after the resident is fin-
ished with the 911 dispatch. Depending on the nature of the 
emergency, a security officer may be dispatched to the scene, 
OR may be assigned a support role (ie., escorting emergency 
vehicles to the site of a fire, etc....) The resident should inform 
the security officer that 911 has been advised.  
Residents should NEVER contact a security officer and ad-
vise the officer to contact 911.  
The dispatchers at 911 will need first or second party infor-
mation from the resident, involving a third party in the re-
sponse time will limit the effectiveness of the process and 
may cost lives. 

Landings Residents should call for a Security Officer 
when the incident involves Landings Association rules 
and regulations or  simple matters of inquiry.  
This includes, but not is not limited to: 

¶ Suspicious Persons or Vehicles 

¶ Noise Complaints / Alarms 

¶ Parking Complaints & Roadway Hazards

Dee Ricapito reminds us of "STINGRAY SHUFFLE:"  As 

the Gulf waters warm up, stingrays come closer to shore for 

food. As a result, remind your family going to the beach to 

practice their óSTINGRAY SHUFFLE." Drag and shuffle 

your feet as you enter the water to disturb the sand. This will 

alert any stingrays in your path and they will probably get out 

of the way. 

   Ralph was once stung, and a victim of intense pain which 

continues for hours if not treated ASAP. Stingrays have poi-

sonous bony spikes that are attached to their tails. If stepped 

on, a spike can slash or stab causing debilitating pain. 

   If you do get stung, first clean out the wound with fresh 

water, then disinfect with alcohol. See a doctor if there is a 

puncture or anything logged in the wound. Immerse the in-

jured part in hot water. Ralph soaked in cold water too, for a 

few minutes to ease the pain. Everyone responds differently to 

stingray injuries, so a doctor should be seen if problem per-

sists.

The proposed plan, currently 

under consideration, would be to 

add a left-hand turn lane, provid-

ing two lanes for left turns, cutting 

the incoming lanes from 2 to 1 

and prohibiting left-hand turns 

into the Landings Plaza parking 

lot entrance closest to the trail. It 

would remain an exit. Entrance to 

that area of the Plaza would be 

retained from the trail near The Olive Garden and The Kestrel 

Pkwy., North entrance near Publix. 

On the surface the DOT thought the plan was feasible but 

after a specific proposal is made would want to carefully exam-

ine the configuration and how all of the lanes would match at 

various points in the intersection. The cost of change could be 

affected greatly by whether the stanchions carrying traffic light 

fixtures  would take the increased burden of additional lights. 

DOT representative Donald Cashdollar did comment that if 

the current entry pattern into the Landings Plaza parking lot 

were propose today an entry and exit as close to 41 As the 

driveway near Wells Fargo (formally Wachovia) would likely 

not be approved. 

The next step will be to examine costs and make a more for-

mal presentation to the community and those businesses affect-

ed by the potential revision prior to making a formal request of 

the County and State.
