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Editorial Resident Opinion

The state of Florida requires current association
documents be renewed. The LMA and LHA have both
undertaken necessary renewal actions. The LHA made
no changes other than those required by the state. The
LMA established a document committee to update the
language, removing references to the original developers
where appropriate and suggesting other changes without
changing the intent of the original documents.

The committee and the board have done a thorough
and commendable job. On the committee's recommenda-
tion, the LMA also made a few changes as reported ear-
lier in The Eagle. Controversial changes have been
avoided to expedite the process.

But, one provision, important to how The Landings
deals with change in the future, remains open for consid-
eration.

Current Covenants require a 100% vote of all resident
association presidents for any change. The U.S. Constitu-
tion would likely never get an amendment passed if 100%
of the states were required to ratify. Some committee
members and association presidents believe this should
be altered to make it easier to make changes. They've
suggested variations of a vote of 75% of the presidents,
along with other stipulations designed to protect both
large and small associations from "controlling" the out-
come.

Our sources tell us change seems unlikely because
there are enough interests who simply don't want to give
up the "veto" power the 100% vote requirement provides
them.

One association president has told The Eagle he
doesn't think ités fair
the same voting strength as one with 200+ members. In
fact he has proposed a plan giving all 700+ property own-
ers a direct vote while requiring passage by 75% of those
voting with a 30% quorum required.

No matter what is proposed, a change to the status
quo will still need the vote of 100% of the presidents to be
accepted. So the "veto power" can prevent change.

The Eagle is not offering an opinion on any one plan
at this point. However, we strongly believe this issue de-
serves more and broader discussion, vetting it publically
for opinions from all property owners. We also believe
whatever the decision, it ought to be for the common
good of all Landins and not be dictated by the veto power
of one or more presidents just because they don't wish to
lose veto power.

We offer as many pages of The Eagle as are needed
for this discussion.
