ñOn Thursday, October 26, 2011, a mandatory mediation 

regarding the Eagles Nest Area lawsuit was held and after 

additional discussions with the full LMA Board of Directors on 

Tuesday Evening, November 15, 2011, the mediation resulted 

in an impasse/no settlement.

LMA 2012 Budget Approved 
 

The 2012 Landings operating budget passed after a brief 

presentation and discussion by association presidents. The 

result, as reported earlier, is a $102 reduction from last year's 

annual assessment. The 2012 assessment will be $1,069. 

All items in the budget of a substantial nature have to be 

authorized by the board prior to expenditures by committee 

chairs. One, the proposal to spend $5500 in 2011 and $9,  

3+500 in 2012 for a Landings website precipitated some 

discussion. There was to be a presentation on the website plan 

at the November meeting, but the principal committee mem-

bers could not be present. The presentation will be provided in 

either December or January. That same committee, the Strate-

gic Planning Committee, is also working to complete a bro-

chure about The Landings and will host a gathering in which a 

number of realtors in the 

Sarasota area will view a 

presentation  highlighting 

the unique attributes of The 

Landings including prox-

imity to health care, excel-

lent schools and programs 

nearby , etc. That program 

is being sponsored by the 

LMA and the LRC. The

Failed Eagleôs Nest Area Mediation  

Peace  
on Earth  
Goodwill to All  
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mittee chair, reports that progress has been made on further 

clearing the drainage swale running from Landings Boulevard 

between the Cloisters in the Treehouses out toward the Bay. 

Initially only 220 feet of that work was to be completed this 

year, but more is underway because without completing the 

job, flow is not adequate. Sarasota County assisted with a por-

tion of the work, but is not inclined to do any more, so it is 

being handled within the LMA budget. That particular stretch 

of swale is critical to the overall drainage of much of the com-

munity, not just the Cloisters, Treehouses and Landings 

Boulevard area. 

A drainage problem also exists on Peregrine Point Way. This 

problem may well have resulted from alterations homeowners 

made in the swales. The LMA funded an $800 study to layout 

proposed solutions; it is expected the homeowners will be re-

sponsible for making the corrections. 

Previously authorized work on landscaping between Tami-

ami Trail and the gatehouse should be underway soon, perhaps 

by the time you read this article. In addition, the light fixtures, 

detailed in last month's Eagle, were delayed slightly due to 

complications in meeting hurricane specifications. 

Safety and Security Committee chair Bill Whitman reported 

reactions of been generally good thus far to the moving, digital 

readout speed sign. The comments have been overwhelmingly 

positive, with only a couple of negatives. The negatives have 

come from those who approach the gate too fast and were re-

minded of that fact by the security guards. 

Plans are still underway as to how to handle speeding infrac-

tions picked up and photographed by the device. (The Eagle is 

working with security to determine how best to report speed-

ing issues. It is not in the plan to print or publicize specific 

violations, unless they come to some sort of formal hearing.) 

LMA president Henry Rhodes said two issues were being 

held until the December or January meetings. One is the report 

on actions relative to posts and ropes.   Many favor removal 

completely, however there are some homeowners who wish to 

retain them, or possibly have them replaced with something 

else. The question remains as to whether some or all are to be 

removed. The second is determining whether the LMA could 

be held liable if individual associations or homeowners em-

ploy contract workers not appropriately registered or insured 

for Workmen's Compensation. That issue is still being exam-

ined.

LHA Assessment for 2012 - $55 
 

The 2012 annual budget was approved with no major chang-
es from previous discussions. Annual assessment remains $55 
for 2012. 
Reference the following: letters on dead palm trees, drive-
ways in bad condition, issue of rocks in lieu of curbs or posts 
and ropes, parking on grass and roads. The LHA appears to be 
increasing the number of warning letters and efforts to main-
tain residential standards. 
The issue of who will pay for trimming trees on Landings 
properties, including individual homeowners properties, to a 
height appropriate for adequate clearance by emergency vehi-
cles is still under discussion at the LMA. The LHA will take 
up solutions if the LMA does not take on the task. 
The LHA reviewed and approved number of painting, archi-
tectural, landscape, roof alterations including a home addition 
with no controversy. 
Several items were deferred to a future meeting when more 
members of the board could be present. Those include drainage 
issues within the homeownersô area, questions of curbs, posts 
and ropes and two issues relative to Landings dogs, picking up 
after them, and letting them run loose. 
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Because of the nature of mediation and confidentiality pro-

vided therein by Florida Rules of Court and Statute, all mat-

ters discussed are absolutely confidential and cannot be dis-

closed to any person outside of the mediation without being 

subject to contempt of court.  However, all members of the 

LMA Association are invited and encouraged to review the 

pleadings, motions for summary judgment and memoranda of 

law filed in the court file and available for review in the Clerk 

of Courtôs public access office located in the historic court-

house at 2000 Main Street directly across from the Lynn Sil-

vertooth Judicial Center.  The case number and style 

is  óBarner et. al. v. The Landings Management Association, 

Inc., Case No.: 2010-CA-5791.ô  The lawsuit will continue to 

move forward and The Landings Management Association, 

Inc., through counsel, will endeavor to efficiently litigate this 

matter and protect the interests of all members of the Land-

ings. 

Relevant filings and articles concerning this dispute are also 

available at the LANDINGS EAGLE website at http://

www.landingseagle.com/.  In brief, this lawsuit is a request by 

both Plaintiffsô and the Association for the Court to determine 

the rights, obligations and duties of the Association as it re-

lates to the Eagle Nest Area.  Litigation costs for this lawsuit 

have been budgeted and no monetary damages have been 

sought at this time.ò 

The Eagle has no information regarding the content of the 

tentative agreement beyond being told that the content is 

strictly confidential by mutual agreement,  and all aspects of it 

and any discussion  at the mediation sessions also remain con-

fidential.  

(òENAó from page 1) It is unclear as to whether the existence of a tentative agree-

ment was to be kept confidential.   However, that is a moot 

point as one of the plaintiffs asked publicly at the November 

LMA board meeting whether the board had agreed to the 

terms. The Eagle believes it is now public information that a 

tentative agreement existed. 

The Board gives no reason for not accepting the tentative 

agreement, beyond saying any comment would break the con-

fidentiality agreement.  

In attempting to clarify the formal statement by the LMA 

Board, the essence is this:  The Board will continue the litiga-

tion process, including establishing a court date for trial.  But 

that does not preclude further discussion between counsel for 

both litigants seeking an agreement prior to trial.

one speeder to cause a tragedy, these numbers raise concerns. 
Security has received varied comments and opinions from 

residents.  Some are political in nature, wanting justification 
forthe cost of such a "toy.ò Others seem very grateful 
that something was being done, suggesting areas for 
future deployments.  
   Some frequently asked questions about the ATS 
Speed Sentry Unit: 
I drove by the sign and it did not show my speed, is it 
broken? - If you drive by the ATS Speed Sentry Unit 
and it does not display your speed, it is not broken or 
off. Periodically the ATS Unit will go into Stealth 
mode in order to upload information to the server. It 
is still recording information and taking pictures. 
I drove by the sign and it flashed a white light at me; 
did it just take my picture? - The flashing white light 
does not mean it is taking a picture. The flashing 
white light is a visual cue to the driver that they are 

exceeding the speed limit. The ATS Unit accounts for everyday 
human error and gives a few moments for the driver to adjust

Speed Sentry At Work 

 

The new ñSpeed Sentry,ò as Landing's Security has dubbed it, 
has been in operation for a little over a month.  Security, 
under the direction of the LMA Safety and Security 

Committee, has been experi-
menting with its best usage.  It 
outputs volumes of data as 
well as photographs of exces-
sive speeders.  
  The graph to the left covers a 
multi-day period from just one 
location. This one shows a 
relatively small number of 
ñoffenders.ò  However, most 
of us probably have a tendency 
to slow down when we see the 
speed indicator, so the results 
may be more favorable than reality. 
Results may vary greatly when it is 
run without the flashing light and 
speed indicator operating.  
   Capt. Jordan M. Joseph offers fur-
ther insights into the device and its 
usage below. 

For the last 30 days the new ATS Speed Sentry has been on 
patrol thoughout The Landings gathering information on traffic 
conditions. 
Bottom line is cold hard numbers. Of 18,496 recorded vehi-

cles 2278 vehicles were recorded speeding (roughly 12.3%), of 
those vehicles 483  (2.6%) were considered "High

ENA Mediation 
It is said a mediation is a success when both sides walk 
away a little bit disappointed, but pleased with the result. 
Apparently that was not the case with the mandatory me-
diation between the LMA and the 11 residence owners 
attempting to deal with the Eaglesô Nest Area issues. 
Whether it is good or bad that all elements of the dis-
cussions are confidential is a matter of both opinion and 
law. As a journalist, I would rather the entire constituency 
know all of the details of the compromises on both sides. 
That will not be the case; and we must accept that. 
The downside of such information being available 
would be the tendency to second-guess the negotiators 
on both sides. As it is we must, and should, place our 
faith in those negotiating to reach appropriate compromis-
es. Based on the full LMA board rejection of the tentative 
agreement, we must assume at least a majority felt it un-
fair or perhaps illegal. Due to confidentiality, we will never 
know the specific reasons for its rejection. 
The best hope now is for the two sides and their coun-
sel to get together in non-legally mandated mediation to 
come to agreement without having to go to trial. Another 
option might be mandatory arbitration, in which both sides 
would have to agree with the arbitrator's decision. 
  The Eagle will continue to follow developments and re-
port them as they're available.
