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LMA Elections & Radar Sign Coming 
 

Board elections will take place at the February Annual Meet-

ing. As reported last month seven individuals have agreed to 

run for the six positions available. The nominees are: Jim Bag-
ley, Dick Bayles (re-election), Ron De Anna, Jack Jost (re-

election), Tara Lamb, Larry Lawrence (re-election) and Jeff 

Ommen. Brief biographies of those individuals who submitted 

them are available on page 18. All candidates were invited to 

appear before the Presidentsô Association on January 21. All 

Landins were invited,  but the votes counted on February 3 

come solely from Association presidents, as mandated by the 

covenants. 

A reminder:  anyone may be nominated from the floor at the 

February 3 meeting, including self-nominations. Since a num-

ber of votes will be cast by proxy it is unlikely such a  nominee 

will be successfully elected.  

After discussion over several meetings the LMA agreed, on 

the recommendation of the safety and 

security committee, to purchase a porta-

ble sign to indicate the speed of passing 

vehicles. The decision came after years 

of discussion of means of controlling 

speed throughout The Landings. The 

authorization of up to $6000 for the pur-

chase includes accessories to record 

speeds by time to provide better analysis 

of when speeding takes place, therefore 

assisting scheduling of appropriate patrols as well as providing   

a continuing record of the seriousness of speeding.

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At the January LMA meeting drainage chair Jack Jost presented the 

report by Jensen and Group, LLC commissioned by the LMA to make 

recommendations to bring The Landings drainage capabilities back to as 

close to the original configurations as possible. 

The report contained extensive recommendations, maps and diagrams 

of the original drainage plan, existing alterations and problem areas. 

As soon as an electronic version of the report and its maps is available 

it will be posted at www.LandingsEagle.com. In the meantime listed 

here are the 26 areas described as "deficiencies." 

Work is underway on two of them number 7 and 11. A portion of one 

of the diagrams (below), showing these locations is an example of the 

type of diagram put together for the entire approximately 230 acres with-

in The Landings confines. 

The study was intended to examine only those drainage issues under 

the purview and responsibility of the LMA.  Those that are the responsi-

bility of individual property owners, such as swales between properties, 

are not included.  

Deficiency No. and Description - Printed Verbatim 

1. Kestral Parkway North has inadequate surface water drainage 

relief (contributes to Pond #l). 

2. Pond #1 receives undesirable pollutant loading from off-site parcels. 

3.. Maintenance is required to the receiving off  site swale downstream of 

Pond #1. 

  4. Maintenance is required to the receiving offsite swale downstream of 

Pond #1. 

  5. The existing headwall along the south bank of Pond #2 is damaged. 

  6. The existing control structure from Pond #3 requires maintenance. 

  7. Maintenance is required to the receiving swale downstream of the 

Pond #5 outfall. 

  8. The existing grate inlet northwest of Pond #5 is significantly deterio-

rated. 

  9. Maintenance is required to the receiving swale downstream of the 

Pond #6 outfall. 

10 The existing pipes entering Pond #7 could not be traced northward. 

11. Maintenance is required to the receiving swale downstream of 

the Pond #1 secondary outfall. 

12. The existing drainage culvert and swale draining Kestral Park 

Place requires improved flow capacity. 

13. The existing southern stormwater area for the Cloisters is 

overgrown and requires maintenance. 

14. Maintenance is required to the receiving swale downstream of 

the southern Cloisters pond outfall. 

15. The existing northern stormwater area for the Cloisters is 

overgrown and requires maintenance. 

16. Maintenance is required to the receiving swale downstream of 

the northern Cloisters pond outfall.

After years of calling for changes in election procedures 

for the LMA some kudos are deserved for how this yearôs 

elections have been planned and presumably how they will 

be executed at the annual meeting February 3. 

For the first time in recent memory there are seven candi-

dates for the six open positions. The efforts of the board and 

the nominating committee to seek out candidates were suc-

cessful and commendable. In addition to the six candidates 

running there are others interested in the future board posi-

tions. Hopefully they can do some committee work over the 

next year to learn more about how the board works. 

In addition to recruiting the seven candidates early, bios 

were provided to both this newspaper (which publishes them 

in this edition) and to the presidents of the associations who 

actually cast the ballot for LMA board members. Granted, 

time is tight, but the general constituency has time to read 

over the bios and offer any suggestions for their choice to 

their Association president. In addition, the candidates were 

invited to meet with Association presidents at a special 

meeting prior to the presidents casting either their proxies or 

an actual vote at the annual meeting. The general constitu-

ency was invited to that meeting. The Eagle would have pre-

ferred to have information on that meeting sooner so we 

could encourage the constituency to attend. 

Florida state law requires there to be nominations from 

the floor at both the LMA and LHA elections. A good rule, but 

not very practical since most of the votes are cast in proxy 

form prior to the annual meetings. The solution to this prob-

lem is, of course, for those interested in running to get their 

names in early enough to be on the ballot. 

And while weôre on the subject of elections, there's been 

one noticeable defect in the system of adding new board 

members; and this is probably true of most of association 

boards. There is little in the way of a formal effort to back-

ground new board members to the many aspects of board 

leadership: budgets, Florida statutes affecting condo and 

homeowner association boards, historical issues, current 

controversies, standard procedures, etc. The LMA board 

seems aware of this problem and appears to be making ef-

forts to provide such training; training that should help a new 

board get off to a running start. 

One last comment relative to the LMA board: The Eagle 

was a bit surprised by the criticisms of Karl Maggard's report 

on "Marketing The Landings." In a follow-up report published 

in this month's issue of The Eagle he clarifies his proposal. 

We back these efforts, with the understanding that no one is 

seeking a high-powered professional advertising public rela-

tions campaign for our community. The goal is  simply to use 

people who live here with expertise to assist in ensuring  a 

positive image for the community and take steps to minimize 

misconceptions.

In the last issue of The Eagle, the full page commentary by 
Karl Maggard invites comments. I accept the invitation. 
Karl, you write that The Landings is ñthe most óunder-
marketedô community in Sarasotaò. What Sarasota communi-
ties do you compare it with? Is it the boom communities that 
sprang up around I-75 in the last few years? They were over-
financed by easy mortgage money. Now they are being mar-
keted by their associations, which are swamped by the loss of 
assessment income from foreclosed homes, and by the banks 
who hold defaulted mortgages. 
Are you concerned about a decline in our property values? 
Donôt be. Of course there has been some decline, in step with 
the decline in the economy. Our property values will recover in 
step with the recovery of the economy. 
We donôt need marketing. The Landings is a mature and sta-
ble community. We are not devastated by multiple foreclosures 
and vandalism of vacant homes.  
When Louise and I settled in The Landings, almost twenty-
five years ago, we invited our family and friends to come visit 
us. Many of them came. Then one of my brothers bought a 
home here. My other brother and friends of ours, a couple who 
visited us, bought Landings condominiums. It was not market-
ing that motivated them to buy. They chose to live in The 
Landings because they saw that The Landings is a wonderful 
place to live.  
We arenôt Publix or Best Buy or an insurance salesman. We 
donôt have to market our product. At the end of the year our 
bottom line isnôt judged by a big number in black ink. It is 
judged by how much we enjoy living here. 
Karl, I urge you, and the committee which you chair, to ap-
ply your considerable energy and talents to developing more 
and better programs and facilities for the 702 families who live 
in The Landings.  
That is what the officers, directors and committees of LMA 
and LRC have been doing ever since the developers relin-
quished control of The Landings, some twenty years ago.  
Look at what they accomplished. In 1990, the street lighting 
was inadequate, the storm sewers were backing up, the north 
gate was manned by guards at a cost of many thousands of 
dollars a year, the south gate was a temporary opening for con-
struction only, LRC had no Lakeside Clubhouse, workout 
rooms or library, there were no illuminated fountains in the 
lakes, there was no Green Book, and on and on. And The 
Landings Eagle struggled to survive as a high school quality 
newspaper, and eventually died. There were no common inter-
est groups like the Current Events Group, the Book Group, the 
Learning Group and others whose activities are regularly re-
ported in the Eagle. 
The residents assumed the management of a development 
and transformed it into a community. Hundreds of Landins 
have served on the LMA and LRC boards and committees. 
They were motivated by the same urge that motivates you. 
They wanted to improve the quality of life in The Landings. 
They gave it their time and effort, just as you are doing, and 
they shared the burden of annual assessments, which had to 
pay the cost of the improvements they made.  
The Landings is not a product, but living in The Landings is 
a product, a great product. It comes with ownership of a Land-
ings home. If you originate or improve programs and facilities

China Revisited 

 

     The Chinese Economic Miracle is now 

in full swing. The PRC has just produced 

more cars than any other nation, including 

the U.S. China is spreading its commer-

cial wings, or are they tentacles, world-

wide? Is "tentacles" too strong a word? 

That remains to be seen.  

     Already China is acting like the old China of the expansion-

ist  Han Dynasty (221 B.C.-206 A.D.) The 1.3 billion-

population strong Asian state of today is picking up many 

"customers" around the world and tying them down with a new 

form of the ancient Chinese tributary system and 

"ketou" (kowtow). That is, China attaches many strings to its 

overseas contracts. In a decade or so, the PRC is likely to be 

more of an economic powerhouse than the U.S. China is already 

No. 2 as a world industrial power, its having just passed Japan in 

that global ranking. 

    Anyone can experience China's commercial reach right here 

in our own neighborhood. Take the two Wal-Mart stores, espe-

cially the one on the South Trail. Browse through these stores 

and you will see ñMade in Chinaò labels on everything from 

electronic equipment and fishing equipment to textiles and 

sneakers. Even those little American flag lapel pins are made, 

you guessed it, in China. These have been sold in Publix on the 

Fourth of July. You can't help thinking how odd it would be to 

find in Beijing or Shanghai Chinese flag pins that were made 

in the U.S.A.! 

    In a few years automobile salesrooms around our country 

will be displaying Chinese-made cars, like the Geely. They're 

likely to go at bargain-basement prices. 

   All such Chinese goods in general compete with or undersell 

their equivalents produced by American companies. Yet it 

seems possible that prices on Chinese-made goods will gradu-

ally go up. The PRC's state bankers are being forced to up 

prices a bit because of production costs at home (due in part to 

inflation). As of now, China can get away with this advantage 

of selling more abroad than they import from other countries, 

like the U.S. for these four reasons: 1) They keep their curren-

cy cheaper in exchange with the dollar or euro--a huge ad-

vantage; 2) They can pay their labor force a fraction of the 

wages paid the unionized and non-unionized workers in the 

U.S. The latter, of course, earn far more than Chinese workers, 

whose "unions" are company unions--that is, they're run by the 

Communist Party as was true in the USSR; 3) Chinese State-

run banks extend loans at whatever low interest rates they wish 

at home to stimulate Chinaôs State-run "private" businesses 

(China is a virtual ñCorporate State,ò like Mussoliniôs Italy in 

the 1930s); 4) the Chinese state, the Party and Government 

ensconced in the "Beijing Kremlin," known as Zhongnanhai, 

located near the Forbidden City, concentrates all political pow-

er and decision-making ultimately in the Chinese Communist 

Party. This allows the advantage of monolithic control over the 

whole society. The resultant bureaucracy and rampant corrup-

tion, of course, are drawbacks. 

    Take that second advantage, the low wages paid Chinese 

workers. Such a reduction in any industryôs greatest overhead, 

its ñlabor bill,ò is pulled off in China because the state or the 

state-guided private enter-

prises are the sole overall 

manager. No labor strikes 

are permitted in Chinese-

run factories. By the PRC 

Criminal Code work stop-

pages are considered  

ñcounterrevolutionary" 

and  "disruptive of the 

social order." Collective 

bargaining does not exist. 

Chinese workers are paid 

what the state administra-

tors and the new class of 

entrepreneurs choose to 

pay them under working 

conditions that are also 

determined solely by the 

government and are gener-

ally poor. This gives Chi-

nese industry an enormous 

advantage over industries 

in democratic countries, 

the latter with their freely-

acting trade unions and 

the workingman's right to 

protest and strike as well 

as influence independent,

TIP OF THE MONTH:  Footwork is the name of the game. 

  
   Movement and footwork on the tennis court are critical. If 

you do not move well you need to address the concern imme-

diately, because if you can't get to the ball, you will not be able 

to hit it properly. Being able to move to the ball and get into 

the right position makes hitting easier. The feet must do the 

work. You must make footwork adjustments for every ball  

you receive to ensure you hit the ball in your strike zone. You 

can judge the ball better by adjusting your feet.  In short, keep 

those feet moving and make sure you have adjusted them. 

rival, competing political parties in the free marketplace of 

ideas under liberal democracy. The Chinese Communists des-

pise what they call "neo-liberalism,"  meaning the democratic 

freedoms as found in exemplary fashion in the U.S.. Hu Jintao 

has personally and firmly stated China will never adopt such a 

system.  

    Well, that's at least consistent: Throughout their  2,000-year 

history, the Chinese people, China and its ethnic minorities 

have never enjoyed such freedoms. 

    All this current economic success is adhering to China 

while in Japan, which once led the way in challenging U.S. 

industry (in autos, electronics, and other consumer goods 

while buying up U. S. properties, like Rockefeller Center), is 

still going through a painful shrinkage as it restructures its 

shaky economy. The two countries, China and Japan, in fact, 

are now in competition for foreign markets, especially those in 

East and Southeast Asia not to mention in Europe and Ameri-

ca. Japan is only barely holding its own today in this global 

competition with Mainland China (PRC) while expressing fear 

over the Chinese military buildup and claims to resource-rich 

islands that are in seas within the Japanese sphere. 

    Sino-Japanese competition, moreover, is marked by bitter 

historical animosity that has long existed between the two eco-

nomic power houses. Their mutual animus is related to such 

contemporary matters as what to do about North Korea and its 

nuclear ambitions. Here, whereas China goes relatively easy 

on Pyongyang in laying on sanctions, Japan wants to severely 

punish its old adversary, North Korea, in order to prevent it 

from stacking nuclear arms which China would like to see 

pointed at Japan. Some observers describe North Korea as 

"China's pit bull."  

      Besides this is the lingering hostility between the two 

countries that stems from the memories of World War II when 

Japan was Chinaôs No. 1 aggressor-enemy. This hostility 

shows up in the two countriesô history books and, like Pales-

tinian-Israeli mutual hatred,  is perpetuated through the young-

er generations. 

     Still, a golden future for Communist China is not absolute-

ly assured.  According to some economists, like Sol Sanders, 

former foreign editor at Business Week, Chinaôs economy is 

congenitally fragile. The PRC, in fact, is an inflating a bubble 

that, says Sanders, is bound to burst one fine day. Its economy 

is being distorted by too much foreign trade and investment 

compared to its domestic economy. If any of that foreign in-

vestment suffered a setback abroad--and China does not run 

foreign countries like the EU bloc or countries like  Nigeria, 

Sudan, or those in Latin America--the Chinese economy 

would collapse. Over-dependence on foreign markets is al-

ways a great liability. As Japan well knows... 

   There is also the crucial factor of widespread farmersô and 

workersô discontent within China.  

   Hundreds of violent incidents break out monthly on the 

Mainland (some of these incidents are shown on TV news). 

Portions of the toiling population, especially in interior prov-

inces, not infrequently clash with the armed police. National 

minorities are also aggrieved against the Han dictators in Bei-

jing. The Chinese authorities attempt to tap this discontent via 

various relief-valve instrumentalities, or as the Soviets called 

them, ñtransmission belts.ò However, the Chinese stateôs mo-

nopoly of a one-party rule, censorship on the Internet and of the 

air and print media as well as control over  China's schools and 

libraries severely limits the effect of these pressure-cooker re-

lease mechanisms (say, in the form of letters to the editor). Yet 

Chinese history shows that a rebellious population of the size 

of China's has always been a central concern of the rulers and 

former dynasties. Much blood has been spilled throughout Chi-

nese history by episodes of popular unrest. 

     Moreover, China is not the only new business on the block 

in Asia. India has the world's second largest population at near-

ly 1 billion. India likewise is on the rise and in the game of 

producing goods at low, competitive prices on the world mar-

ket. Still, it lags behind China. Ironically, this commercial 

ñintrusionò of India into China's commercial sphere is accom-

panied geologically by incessant tectonic intrusion of the Indi-

an tectonic ñplateò smack up against China in the Himalayas. 

This mobile piece of the earthôs crust keeps inching its way 

north upraising the tallest mountains in the world as it squeezes 

China.  

      Incidentally, speaking of these mountains separating the 

two great nations, in the area of Tibet and Nepal, China and 

India have fought two border wars in modern times (which 

India lost). They are long-standing adversaries despite occa-

sional hand-shaking summits between their leaders. One recent 

one, in December 2010, saw PRC Premier Wen (pronounced 

"one") Jiabao grinning in Delhi as he met his counterpart, Indi-

an PM Monmohan Singh. Meanwhile, the supreme leader in 

Zhongnanhai, Hu Jintao, stayed at home. Yet Hu was to be on 

hand in Washington in January 2011 for a presidential summit 

with President Obama. 

      Like 60 years ago as well as back to the Korean War of 

1950-53 and the Vietnam War of the '60s, The Far East  still 

presents a dynamic, if ominous, pictureðin economics, in poli-

tics, in regional military buildups, and in episodes of tension.   

     The whole region, as before, will definitely occupy center 

stage in world affairs in the coming decades.
