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Editorial

This should be read in the context of our page one arti-
cle on the LMA meeting and the page 16 article on the
Eagl es®6 Nest Area remediat.i

In a sense this newspaper feels partly responsible for
bringing on some of the activity and perhaps part of the
controversy over the ENA. In our issue of December
2003 we first visited the area with a county environmental
expert. He felt the area
repeated that concern many times in the intervening
years. We were pleased to see momentum build to re-
move weeds and exotics, to add an eagle viewing area
(especially after the eagles returned i albeit only to build
a nest they have yet to occupy again) and the further plan
to replant with Florida non-invasive native flora.

We regret the ensuing controversy, even with our own
neighbors. But we continue to believe this beautiful re-
source and community asset should be shared with all
Landins.

In our discussion with Bob Greenfield, described on
page 16, we found a glimmer of hope 1 hope to satisfy
both the homeowners who do not want to give up long
term protection of their privacy to a park, playground or
possibly even actual development and those of us who
want to see the asset shared.

But first | etds recognize
secret there are Landins interested in expanding a walk-
ing path in the ENA - a simple path with no more than a
few benches both to contemplate the areas tranquility and
rest arthritic joints. For the record The Eagle favors it.
(No picnic tables, playgrounds, or structures.) But no such
path has ever been formally proposed, none has been
presented to the LMA, no one organized group is espous-
ing the idea. One reason it has not been proposed is to
allow the remediation to go ahead without an extended
path clouding the discussion.

Yet we are told those wanting to protect their privacy
might agree to such a concept if they were assured in
writing the LMA would honor Paragraph 29 and, essen-
tially, commit to never propose any further improvements
in the ENA. Many LMA board members and residents
have not favored such a commitment feeling it would pre-
vent future generations from ever challenging Paragraph
29.

Greenfield is suggesting anything done now, simple
remediation or a more extensive path, include language
