Elimination or alteration would be necessary as part of 
modifications to traffic patterns at the intersection of Tamiami 
Trail and Kestral Park Way N. Questions were raised as to 
whether they were provided options other than completely 
closing the Wells Fargo entrance. 

¶ Landscaping from Tamiami Trail to the main gate is well 
underway throughout the month of December and may be near 
completion by the time you read this. 

¶ Concerns were expressed over the number of residents 
whose dogs are not on leashes, as required, and do not pick up 
after their dogs, as required. 

¶ Exactly who would be responsible for costs involved in 
trimming trees overhanging Landings roads to the proper 
height received considerable discussion. The conclusion, fur-
ther study.

¶ While there has been no final resolution to whether all 
bBrown posts and ropes should be eliminated within The Land-
ings, it was decided to spend up to $500 to replace the posts and 
ropes with shrubs near the North lake. While they are on private 
property they have been there so long most members of the 
board felt the obligation, in this case only, to take on the ex-
pense. 

LHA to Act on Maintenance Violations 
 

Most of the discussion at the December Homeowners Asso-
ciation meeting involved issues of appearance in the communi-
ty. 
The LHA board considers enforcement of appearance issues 
as mandated by the covenants an important part of its duty. 
Among the concerns noted: 

¶ Concern over increasing numbers of signs especially those 
indicating no   parking in certain areas. The board will look 
into some type of uniform indicator, rather than signs, such 
as a short concrete post, or possibly rocks. The covenants do 
not permit signs other than those authorized by the LHA 
¶ Unresolved drainage issues  

¶ Dead trees which need removal 

¶ Homes desperately needing painting and unsightly materials 
hanging from roofs.   
The board will begin enforcement efforts using several meth-
ods including personal calls to the homeowners involved, offi-
cial letters demanding maintenance where required, and ulti-
mately imposing fines if necessary. 
In the continuing matter of pets running unleashed, and leav-
ing excrement on other people's properties, the board will seek 
out and appoint an "Animal Control Officer." It will be that 
person's responsibility to report such violations to the board for 
action.

Phillippi Landings is an exceptionally 
safe community and has had few security 
problems.  Nevertheless, with the theft of 
some kayaks this summer (the perpetrators 
have been indicted and are awaiting trial), 
the community has reexamined its security 
procedures and a number of changes have 
been made during the past few months.  
Probably the biggest change was the replacement of the day-

time front gate greeter with an evening security guard who 
walks our grounds and makes electronic check-ins at a variety 
of locations throughout the complex. Residents also have the 
option to phone any concerns that they might have directly to 
security personnel.  In addition to the security guard, a number 
of high definition security cameras have been strategically 
placed throughout the complex and use an internet interface to 
allow for remote access monitoring. 
Phillippi Landings has always been proud of its beautiful 

landscaping.  Live oaks, royal palms, flowering shrubs, and 
numerous other species of vegetation can be found throughout 
our complex. To ensure the proper maintenance and continued 
expansion of our grounds, a landscaping committee has been 
formed and a new landscaping contractor has been hired. 
Finally, the Phillippi Landings website that was launched 

this summer has been continually expanding the information it 
provides to residents and now includes several pages that may 
be of interest to nonresidents. For example, there is now a page 
designed to help owners sell items that may be of interest to 
others. (There is currently a very nice 24ô powerboat with motor 
and slip rental listed.)  The site will eventually list condo units 
for rent or for sale.

The Landings and The Internet 
 

After 10 years of editing and publishing the Landings Ea-

gle, nine years creating and maintaining www.LandingsEagle.com 

and having pioneered the Internet in several local television 

stations, we've developed some opinions. 

An early strategic plan of the current LMA board was to 

develop an Internet site for the Landings. First presentations 

stressed the need for a site selling the value of the Landings to 

prospective buyers and area real estate agents. We endorsed 

this plan. 

A comparison can be made to Philippi Landings, our 

neighbor to the south. Developer Robert Morris included a 

very attractive internet site in his marketing plan. Such a thing 

didnôt exist when the same developer opened The Landings 30 

years earlier. 

When we re-established The Landings Eagle 10 years ago 

we quickly recognized an internet service for Landins could 

supply huge amounts of information not conveniently availa-

ble elsewhere. We provided it no cost to the Landings resi-

dents. We invited the LMA and LRC to post their minutes on 

the site for $15 a month to help defer the costs of the site. Ten 

years of The Eagle, LMA & LRC minutes, important LMA & 

LHA documents, rules and regulations, forms and many more 

items are on the site today. Most important, it provides docu-

ments in progress so you, the constituency, can study them 

before they are enacted. The site also helps Landins keep up-to

-date between editions of the newspaper. Last month it re-

ceived 37,761 ñhitsò and 1674 ñvisits.ò Recognizing the need, 

the folks at Philippi Landings have recently started a similar 

site, in addition to the developerôs original ñsalesò site 

The Landings Eagle site was built solely as an information 

site for residents, not a PR venture for the community.  Weôd 

have been interested in adding that, but it was never suggested. 

None-the-less, we strongly support the idea of the construction 

of a site for public relations and advertising reasons. Touting 

the advantages of living here, the value of the properties and 

the resources readily available nearby, can be nothing but an 

asset to the community and property values. 

Planning for that site is underway by an LMA committee. 

$5000 is budgeted for the effort. The plan includes keeping 

costs to a minimum by using local talent. We endorse that as 

well. 

But since the original presentation for a "PR" site the com-

mittee has proposed requested additional monies to plan for 

future enhancements such as intra-Landings communication, 

signing up for Racquet Club courts, getting to know other resi-

dents, their interests, hometowns, hobbies etc.  $10,000 is 

budgeted, though not approved, to get that project started. 

This is where we differ. We believe all of those things can 

be done for a community of only 702 residences with currently IPS

available resources; most, if not all, at little or no cost and rela-

tively low maintenance. We think spending $10,000, or even 

proposing spending that money, is premature until other options 

have been explored. 

To that end the Eagle has set up a Landings Groups site.

The first meeting of the season was 

held on December 8 and in addition 

to our leader, J.J. Frey, the follow-

ing were there to enjoy an interest-

ing discussion and view a movie 

about the famed Beaver airplane:  

Norris Carroll, Bob Fernander, Jack 

Greyson, Ed Handelman and your 

reporter. 

The discussion was about the cost of second world war air-

craft, and it was concluded that any good flying warbird  such 

as a P-51, P-47 and the P-38 are now worth around 1.5 to 2.0  

million dollars today. We had a list of the average cost of the 

different warplanes to the government during the 40's. Here is 

an example of what was paid: The P-47was $85,892, the P-38 

was $97,147 and the P-51 was $51,572. It was interesting to 

note that between 1942 and 1945 the U.S. built a total of 

299,230 aircraft. 

   The film was produced  by the Canadian Broadcast Compa-

ny detailing the history of the De Havilland DHC-2 Beaver.   

It showed the early development of the aircraft in the late 40's 

and the production history of the plane. The plane was  origi-

nally developed for the Canadian bush but only a small quanti-

ty  were produced and DeHavilliand was considering stopping 

production, but then an order was received from the U. S. 

Government for a 1000 units. The DHC-2 (BEAVER) became 

the workhorse of the US Army and was flown up to the mid 

70's. At that time the surplus aircraft were sold to the general 

aviation community, and today are the main mode of transpor-

tation in  the remote areas of the world.  It is estimated there are 

still about 600 Beavers still flying today. 

 The next meeting of the FLYBOYS will be on Wednesday 

January 4 at 12:30 PM at the Landings Racquet Club. The film 

will be of the Oshkosh Airshow which was held the last week in 

July and saluted the Centennial of Naval Aviation.

 Looking at Ourselves 
  

More detailed information is becoming available from the 2010 US Census. It 
gives us a better look at our community. Our census track, 18.01, comprises an 
area from Bay Road to Stickney Point Rd., North and South and the Tamiami 
Trail to the Bay on the East and West. 
All references to statistics in this and future articles are based on entire popula-
tion of that tract. To maintain confidentiality the Census Bureau system does not 
permit breaking it down any further, for example, to the several block census 
units defining The Landings. All statistics carry various margins of error depend-
ing on the sample size replying to each question. And, of course, the statistics are 
as of the census in 2010. 
This and future articles will examine various aspects of that community as a 
whole. 

First, the community: 
   There are 2229 housing units in 
our tract, 384 of which are va-
cant. Of the 845 occupied units 
1366 are occupied by the owner, and 479 by renters.  
   Of the non-occupied units, 199 (51.8%) are for seasonal recreational or occasional 
use. Of the owner-occupied dwellings 763 have a mortgage and 613 are owned free 
and clear.  
   Many think of the area (the entire census tract 18.01) as a retirement area. The 
chart above reflects general occupancy of households. It reveals less than half have 
individuals are . There are, however, substantial numbers of people over 65 living 
alone. 
   The chart to the left provides estimates of the population in our tract by age and 
sex.  The expectations of more women than men hold up in most, but not all catego-
ries. 
   In future installments weôll examine home values, mortgage v. non-mortgage, edu-
cation, employment and income. If there are additional categories youôd like us to 
explore let us know.  You can examine the original material yourself at 
www.Census.gov.  It takes some digging to get down to the geographies and sub-
jects in which you may be interested, but worth it if  youôre a serious student.
