LHA and The Fence 
We are pleased the LHA was able to settle their dispute 

with a homeowner over a fence erected over four years 
ago; and erected without the solicitation for approval of 
the LHA board. 

The $1000 fine levied for not having sought LHA ap-
proval seems a bit steep, but it was accepted by the 
homeowner, anxious to settle the matter. The acceptance 
of the fine also prevented the matter from going before an 
independent committee of three to decide if it was appro-
priate and, if not, what it should be.  We agree fines for 
not seeking necessary approval are appropriate.  The 
LHA board seems inclined to vary the level, appropriate to 
the situation.  This one, they indicate, was a special situa-
tion. 

This offense also involved the nature of the fence in-
stalled.  By our reckoning it is a not unattractive, green 
vinyl covered, chain link fence buried among greenery 
and divining the rear yard boundaries of several homes. 
We find it appropriate in this situation. The board in its 
final vote on this matter made it clear this particular fence 
and the material it is made of should not be construed as 
a precedent for approval of similar fences..  

We remain puzzled where the strong prejudice against a 
particular type of fencing, used in an appropriate situation, 
comes from.  There is no prohibition of any fencing mate-
rial, unlike roofing material, mentioned in the covenants.  

We urge the LHA to remain flexible. Modern materials 
and design as well as changing tastes and tightening eco-
nomics require rethinking of long established, but un-
mandated, prejudices. The Eagle will remain attentive to 
discussion on these matters. These discussions that must 
be public ï per Floridaôs Sunshine laws.

Such was the case with the 

proposed ½ moon approach of the swale proposed for the drain-

age of Eagles Nest Area. 

I must proudly say that the recommendations for such an ap-

proach and  the effort made by myself, Howard Feltman and  

Roy Goodwill, after months of investigation and which saved 

thousands of dollars, has been successful. 

Last night was the first torrential rain since the swale was 

constructed. I know this for sure because my pool filled about 1 

½ inches with additional water. In the past and under the same 

conditions, the Landings Terrace cul-de-sac, our driveways and 

rear property landscaping abutting the ENA would have been 

flooded and there would have been a large stream of water run-

ning down to Landings Blvd. The water would have become 

stagnant and stayed for days.  

Instead the area noted was ñdryò  ï absent was the stream 

which we always believed emanated from the pitch of the land 

in the ENA toward the properties that were always greatly af-

fected and experienced the most erosion of soil, damage to 

plants, trees and structures, i.e., foundations and driveway un-

derpinnings during such torrential rains.  

Although this is the first rain and an early observation, I 

wanted to bring this to everyone's attention, I believe that we 

have made the correct decision and the fix appears to be work-

ing.
