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Filing Planned Against LMA 

 

   At press time The Eagle received the following communi-
cation from Howard Feltman, as head of the group of oppos-
ing LMA actions related to the Eagleôô Nest Area. It is pub-
lished verbatim, below. A specific date for filing was not 
offered.   

 

LANDINGS EAGLE RESERVE PRESERVATION ASSO-

CIATION TO FILE A COMPLAINT AGAINST LMA IN CIR-

CUIT COURT TO PROTECT AND PRESERVE THEIR LEGAL 

RIGHTS. 
 

In April a letter was sent to the LMA Board by the 

ñLandings Eagle Reserve Preservation Associationò stating 

that it was not their desire to engage LMA in litigation.  It 

clearly stated that they would like to meet with the LMA Board 

to achieve an amicable resolution, through discussion, which 

will bring certainty and finality to the status and re-

strictions in The Eagle Nest Area. 

The LMA response to this request for dialogue, and 

negotiation, was a ñMaster Plan for the Eagleôs Nest 

Areaò as proposed by the ñStrategic Planning Com-

mittee. This ñMaster Planò was approved by the 

LMA Board without discussion about content. While 

the LMA Board pats itself on the back for its ñgood 

faithò and its claimed diligence, it speaks volumes 

that not a single adjacent homeowner living in the 

vicinity of the Eagles Nest Area was asked to partici-

pate in the process by which the Master Plan was developed. 

Suffice to say that the Master Plan does not satisfactorily ad-

dress the many concerns 

the homeowners have with 

regard to the preservation 

of the Eagleôs Nest Area. 

In light of the position 

taken by LMA, by virtue of 

adopting the ñMaster 

Planò, without input from 

the homeowners, the Land-

ings Eagle Reserve Preser-

vation Association 

(Adjacent Homeowners), 

comprised of 13 families, 

have been forced to file a 

complaint in circuit court to 

obtain a final judicial dec-

laration of their rights. 

Charles J. Bartlett, Esq. 

of Icard Merrill will repre-

sent the homeowners group.  

 

Eaglesô Area Plan Approved 

 

A Master Plan for the Eagles Nest Area was reviewed and 

approved at the May LMA meeting.  The five-page document 

was read aloud for review by the board and the relatively small 

audience attending the meeting. It lays out the philosophy of 

care for the ENA, protections for existing homeowners and 
long-term beautification, remediation and provisions for its 

enjoyment by the entire Landings community while protecting 

adjacent homeowners' privacy. 

The entire document can be reviewed on page 12 of this 

issue. A motion to accept the plan was passed by a 6 to 2 mar-

gin. Voting for the plan were board members Capo, Rhodes, 

Bayles, Whitman, Jost and Spelman.  Not present to vote was 

board member Katy Leidel. Two board members, Lawrence 
and Olshansky, initially chose to abstain. However, it was de-

termined that an abstention would have to count as a no vote, 

and they therefore changed their vote to "no." They 

both explained they were not in opposition to the plan 

but preferred it be tabled until the next meeting to 

provide more time for constituency review. 

The motion passed with relatively little discussion 
over minor issues. 

However, after passage of the motion Howard 

Feltman, titular head of a group of a number of the 

homeowners living adjacent to the Eaglesô Nest Area, 

raised the issue a of letter written by their new attor-

ney to the board seeking face-to-face discussion and

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negotiation over the Eaglesô Nest Area. He indicated that since 

no such discussion had taken place was very likely that he and 
his compatriots would take it to litigation. President Capo  

pointed out that the attorney had requested discussion by May 

15 and that the LMA's attorneys had been instructed to contact 

him. 

The essence of that letter, a copy of which can be viewed at 

www.LandingsEagle.com, is the group's continued objection to 

the way the LMA documents were rewritten. The group and 

their attorney contend, the changes proposed, and since 
adopted, substantially alter the language of the declaration hav-

ing to do with Tract F," the ENA.  

Adrienne Feltman called the board's passage of the master 

plan "offensive and deliberate." 

Dave Bewley, a homeowner adjacent to the ENA also 

spoke. He stated he didn't feel the board has any notion of the 

impact changes in the area would have on the homes around it. 
He expressed concern that some of the architecture was de-

signed specifically to look out at the area and such changes 

could make some of these features useless. He also said the 

board could expect expensive litigation on the matter.

President Capo raised the point that the attorney's letter re-

ferred to above named only "clients" and did not name who 

they were. Howard Feltman indicated they were in fact the 
group that had been objecting to Eagles Nest Area changes over 

the years, and at this time represents 16 of the 19 or 20 home-

owners surrounding the area. (The number 13 is indicated in 

Feltmanôs statement on page 1.) The exact count of adjacent 

lots is difficult to determine because property lines vary with 

direct adjacency onto 

the ENA. 
   The adopted plan was 

authored by a subcom-

mittee of the Strategic 

Planning Committee. 

Members of the com-

mittee are: Henry Rho-

des (Chair), Debra Do-

herty, Jack Jost, Larry 
Lawrence, Karl Mag-

gard,   Roger Rowen. 

   In other business at 

the meeting it was re-

ported Sarasota County 

would be working to 

improve the bus stop 
on Kestrel Park Way 

North between the 

Northgate and the Ta-

miami Trail. Improve-

ment will be designed

       LHA Board Actions Routine 
 

The homeowner who had been notified by the LHA board 

his ham radio antenna is in violation of the covenants appeared 

at the meeting to ask for consideration of a new design permit-

ting the tower to be out of sight except when in use, which 

would only be in the evening hours. The homeowner also 

brought a letter from a neighbor approving the plan.  After 

looking at preliminary sketches the board gave a tentative ap-

proval pending rewiewing more detailed design specifications 

and assurance of it being usually hidden from view and used 

only at night. He was also asked to obtain a similar letter from 

other property owners affected.  

The matter of the request to remove a healthy tall pine has 

not yet been settled.  Clearly the current board sentiment is not 

to allow the removal of healthy trees. The matter will be dis-

cussed with the homeowner involved.  

No final action was taken on wording of dog control, leash 

issues and invisible fences.  The board is still awaiting clarifica-

tions from counsel.  

Several other architectural issues were discussed.  One prop-

erty owner has recently erected a swing set which is visible 

from the street.  The board will take a look and determine ac-

tion. One home frequently has cars parked in the street and 

there has been at least one instance of their presence making it 

difficult for an ambulance to pass. The vehicles have, report-

edly, received parking violations from the security service on 

numerous occasions. There will be a discussion with the prop-

erty owner.  Security company will be notified no cars are to be 

parked in front of the main gate.  There has been a dumpster 

parked at a Pine Harrier home for some time.  Owners will be 

notified. 

A number of routine roof, driveway paver and fence approv-

als were made.  It was noted several tree trimming and roof 

cleaning matters had been taken care of since talking with prop-

erty owners.

A recent strategy announcement by Verizon, relative 

to its FiOS services, could have an impact on Landings 

condominium communities.   

The original FiOS plan was to build out 

communities to result in adding 1,000,000 

homes passed annually.  ("Home passed" re-

fers to cable in place to serve homes it passes, 

not the number of residences actually purchas-

ing the services.) Verizon has announced they 

intend to slow down hanging and laying of 

new cable to concentrate on marketing their 

service to those unsubscribed homes passed. 

Verizon CFO John Killian stated it "is an in-

tentional strategy this year to focus down on a 

lot of the inventory we have, a very 

strong focus around the MDU  

[multidwelling unit] population within 

our franchise territory. We donôt believe 

weôve had enough focus there, and itôs a 

great opportunity and very cost-effective 

way to drive new subscribers in new re-

tention.ò 

Verizon contractors have been work-

ing in The Landings to extend their fiber 

in the Landings South area, passing our condominium 

complexes. 

As The Eagle has advised before, any associations 

with upcoming renewal of contract for video, or internet 

services for their units may wish to compare other ser-

vices for cost, services offered and negotiable points prior 

to renewal.  It is likely FiOS may offer attractive alterna-

tives providing negotiating leverage with the 

competition. 

If your particular association decided on one 

service, and an individual residence owner 

prefers another, you may still choose a differ-

ent service. However, it is very likely you 

will still have to pay your portion of the ser-

vice for which the association has contracted.    

We have learned at least one association has 

chosen not to contract with any one service.  

While the result is everyone will have free 

choice of service, and pay only for the 

service it desires, it is likely to cost 

more than a service contracted to the 

entire association. Such mass con-

tracts usually offer substantial savings 

in basic service. However, the greater 

price could be worth it if you are a 

ñsnowbird" and can suspend the ser-

vice, without charge,  for your period 

away. 

    As competition increases for service providers of 

TV, internet and telephone, careful analysis of all aspects 

of costs and contract provisions in imperative.

This issue of The Eagle contains more Eagles' Nest 
Area stories than usual.  May was a busy month for ENA 
actions. 

The Strategic Planning Committee, charged by the 
LMA board with a long-term strategy and plan for the 
ENA, issued its recommendations. It was adopted by the  
board.  It is included in its entirety in this issue.  

The front page, usually containing reports on board 
meetings of both the LMA and LHA, has the LHA report 
moving inside to make room for a communication from 
Howard Feltman, titular head of a group now calling itself 
The Landings Eagle Reserve Preservation Association. In 
it he indicates a complaint will be filed against the LMA 
because of the "position taken by LMA, by virtue of adopt-
ing the ñMaster Plan,ò without input from the homeowners, 
the Landings Eagle Reserve Preservation Association."  

Thirteen homeowners along the perimeter are joining 
the action. (Depending on how you view lot lines there are 
18-20 such residences, The Eagle's publisher among 
them.) 

The position of the LMA board, expressed at the May 
LMA meeting, is  the issue has been broadly, sometimes 
loudly,  discussed over a long period of time and the mas-
ter plan adequately speaks to the interests and needs of 
those homeowners.  For the record, this newspaper 
agrees.  

The original disagreement, in the letter referred to in 
the page one story, was over the language used in the re-
write of the LMA documents, presumably still one of the 
groupôs concerns. The LMA position is the rewrites are 
technical and did not alter the meaning of the paragraph 
in question.  

There is obvious disagreement on both.  Feltman and 
his group see no option but legal action at this point. That 
is unfortunate,  but reasonable people can differ.  

It is especially unfortunate when  disagreement be-
comes personal, as it did in the correspondence to the 
right.  We publish it here because we are committed to 
disclosure. If our facts are incorrect we should be called 
on it, admit errors and print corrections. We are also com-
mitted to printing the opinions of those who disagree with 
us. 

Extensive documentation of the ENA, its history and its 
issues, is available at www.LandingsEagle.com.  Along 
with the material in this issue, including a photo compari-
son of the ENA over the years, ample background infor-
mation is available for interested parties. 

All in all, we're pleased with the "master plan" and 
hope for an amicable solution whether by discussion or 
litigation.

    The first one this month is unusually long.  However, it is an 

important contribution to a very difficult issue faced by associa-
tion boards, especially the LHA.  
 

JJL  I just wanted to be sure that our opinion 

was voiced for the LHA  board meeting dealing with the issue 
of pine tree removal discussed in the May issue of The Eagle.. 
We feel strongly about our neighborhood feeling like a preserve 
as much as possible.  

As residents of the Landings for 12 years we have thor-
oughly enjoyed watching the wildlife in our backyard and sur-
rounding areas with our children. The mature landscape was a 
major reason for us buying property in this particular neighbor-
hood because it is quite rare this far west in town. Our belief is 
that this is a major property value consideration. This subdivi-
sion was founded and built by Bob Morris who intentionally 
preserved as many trees as possible upon construction.  

 Since we have been on our a cul-de-sac there have been at 
least 30 pine trees lost mostly to the development of one house 
in 1998. The others were lost in storms (no major damage to 
any house) and 5 were taken out illegally. We have been ap-
palled at the difference in our canopy just on our street and the 
loss of wildlife sightings as well as habitat. We used to have 
numerous owls, in particular, in our trees and now it is typical 
to see one or two. Not one resident that removed pines re-
planted any pines. 

 It has been a big disappointment to us that most of the 
replanting, after removing a pine, is with something else. We 
believe it will be an important part of the board's decision that if 
anyone is permitted to remove a healthy, fully grown pine that 
they replace it somewhere in the neighborhood with at least two 
or three other pines because the growth takes so long to replace 
what was actually removed. Replanting this native species will 
be critical to maintain the feel of The Landings and continue to 
keep our property values consistent with what we have enjoyed 
in the past.
