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 LMA Annual Meeting - Board Changes  
 

This report combines the three separate LMA meetings, part 
of the usual annual meeting procedure. 

President Capo reported major projects of 2009 included ex-
tensive repaving of Starling Drive and the beginning of the re-
habilitation/remediation of the Eagles' Nest Area. 

Given the removal of the badly deteriorated fence at the entry 
to the ENA, he suggested planting a hedge border at the entry 
and adding a sign at the entry would be good idea.  The board 
agreed.  The sign will state the area is closed from dusk to 
dawn, no loitering is permitted and  dogs must be leashed. 

A major surprise in 2009, with long-term expense ramifica-
tions, was the deterioration of the storm sewer  system.  Two 
major repairs were required.  Future budgets should include 
reserves for such repairs. 

Treasure Bayles reported the LMA finished the fiscal/
calendar year $5,000 over budget. The overage was due primar-
ily to the storm sewer repairs and an unbudgeted repainting of a 
portion of the Landings outside wall. 

Other board comments included a brief discussion of new 
committees suggested by the Strategic Planning Committee;  
for example, a Finance Committee.  It was decided to take up 
the idea of new committees at a later meeting. 

PR Chair Katy Leidel asked the board to think about, for fu-
ture consideration, placing a 15 mph speed limit throughout 
The Landings to better protect pedestrians and bikers. She said 
she understood the difficulty of enforcing a 15 mph limit, but 
felt it would assist in maintaining safer speeds. She pointed out 
there are instances of people going 35-40 mph on some roads.  
She requested no action but asked board members to think 
about it for future consideration as they drive through the area. 

 The annual board elec-
tions were held to fill 4 two 
year terms and 1 one year 
term - the seat vacated by 
Dee Ricapito's resignation. 
Three incumbents and one 
new candidate ran for the 
four two-year seats. 

A nomination from the 
floor was made for Jack 
Jost for a two-year term. He 
had already committed to 
run for the one-year seat. 
Some confusion followed 
in determining how to han-
dle the voting and espe-
cially the proxies of the 
presidents not attending the 
meeting.  Jost solved the 
problem by stating he'd run

LHA Annual Meeting-Board Un-Changed 
 

February was the annual meeting of the LHA. President Whit-

man read a letter briefly reviewing 2009 activities.  It is re-

printed in its entirety on page 4.  

Annual elections  resulted in all incumbents being reelected.  

The board then voted for officers for 2010.  There are no 

changes in the officers.  Committees remain unchanged.   

Please see page 4 for pictures, e-mails, phone numbers and 

board positions. (The board is not listed in the Green Book Di-

rectory, as is the LMA; therefore it is recommended  homeown-

ers retain that page for reference.) 

Disappointingly, only 38% of homeowners submitted their 

ballots or proxies.  Despite the low turnout, elections could be 

held because Florida law requires only 30% of the membership 

be represented. Nonetheless, the turnout reflects low commu-

nity participation. 

Last month, The Eagle reported the LHA would consider 

modifications of its current rules regarding dogs being 

"leashed" vs. "under the control of."   The issue resulted in sev-

eral adamant letters wishing no change from the current "under 

control" to more restrictive leashing.  The essence of the con-

troversy is whether invisible fences provide adequate control.  

The board tabled this discussion until the March meeting. See 

several letters on the issue on page 6.  

Several Landins did attend the meeting.  Concerns were ex-

pressed over the continuing problem of speeding, especially as 

we add younger families to our population.   President Whit-

man, who is also chair of the Safety and Security committee of

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for the one year term and asking his name be removed from the 
two year term ballot. 

 The results, as well as the results of the board's selection of 
officers is below.  The board thanked Jerry McFadden, who 
chose not to run for reelection, for his years of service. 

New board members are:

well as drainage issues and the modernization of the LMA 
Documents. 

Norman Olshansky president of the Landings Lakeview As-
sociation and an active member of the Strategic Planning 
Committee. He also runs his own consulting business deal-
ing primarily with not for profit organizations. 

Since the election, Dennis Ziemann has resigned from  the 
board.  At the March meeting a replacement will be selected 
antd approved by the board.

The Saate of Florida legislation requires homeowners asso-
ciation  renew their documents  periodically. After many 
months of work by a committee headed by Jack Jost,  the com-
pleted documents were presented to association presidents, the 
individuals required to vote their ratification. 100% of the presi-
dents must sign on for passage. Additionally, signatures must 
be obtained from owners of commercial properties in the Land-
ings Plaza and the Board of Education complex.   

The new documents were prepared with a guideline from the 
board as a whole that no substantive changes were to be made. 
Language was to be modified and references to ñdeveloperò 
removed.   

(The revised documents, comparingold and new language 
may be read at www.LandingsEagle.com.  Click ñDocument 
Revisionsò on the right hand menu.  They will remain there in 
that form for historical purposes.  Once ratified and filed the new 
version will be posted.)    

Bob Capo stated the sole purpose of this meeting was to 
inform the twenty (20) Presidents of the twenty (20) component 
associations comprising ñThe Landingsò of the proposed 
changes to the Associationôs Governing Documents of which 
100% of them must approve before they can be implemented. 
Also to be discussed were the proposed changes to the Articles 
of Incorporation and the By Laws, which must be approved by 
a majority vote of the Board of Directors of LMA. The Docu-
ment Review Committee and the Associationôs attorney, Chad 
McClenathen, have worked on all of these changes for the past 
several months.  Bob Capo then acknowledged and thanked the 
Committee members: Larry Spelman, Henry Rhodes, Kraig 
Koach and Jack Jost.  

Bob Capo turned the meeting over to Jack Jost, Chairman of 
the Document Review Committee. 

Jack Jost set the following guidelines for the meeting: 
The LMA Board of Directors would be given an opportunity 

to ask any questions and express any concerns they might have, 

followed by the presidents and then by any residents in atten-
dance. 

With the exception of the following issue expressed by How-
ard Feltman other questions and concerns were satisfactorily 
answered either by Jack Jost or the Associationôs attorney Chad 
McClenathen. 
Mr. Feltmanôs concern is paragraph 29, which is now para-
graph 22. He and his attorney J. Michael Hartenstineôs opinion 
is that there have been substantial changes made to that para-
graph.   The Associationôs attorney, Chad McClenathen, an-
swered that in his opinion, no substantive changes have been 
made to the paragraph in question. Upon further discussion 
Chad McClenathen stated that this is merely a difference of 
opinion between two attorneys after which the Board stated 
they would move forward based on the opinion of Mr. McCle-
nathen. 

Jack Jost announced committee member and attorney Kraig 
Koach was in the back of the room and would notarize the 
ñConsent and Joinderò forms, which all presidents need to sign 
in order to approve the proposed changes to the Associationôs 
Documents. 
All presidents in attendance signed the ñConsent and Joinderò 

forms. 
Henry Rhodes consented to make contact with the six (6) 

Presidents whose signatures are still needed to get their forms 
signed and notarized. 

There being no further business, on a motion by Henry Rho-
des and seconded by Jack Jost the meeting was adjourned at 
7:49 pm.  The next regular meeting is scheduled for March 4, 
2010 at 7:00 pm.

Our balance sheet is positive and your Association remains strong; 

legal costs for foreclosures, liens, etc. has been kept to a minimum 

through continued diligence by our Treasurer, Dick Bayles. 

Remediation costs have been reasonably inexpensive.

At a meeting held by LMA Board to review draft documents 

for : Declaration of Maintenance Covenants and Restrictions; Articles 

of Incorporation of The Landings Management Association and By-

laws of The LMA Inc., your President reviewed and signed off on 

them. The next move will be to obtain sign offs from the "tract ten-

ants' then record with the County. This will ensure the life of The 

LMA for another thirty years . 

The support for your Board over the last year has been appreci-

ated. Through good communication only, may we function as a Board 

to serve you. 
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Document Ratification Meeting (continued) 
The Question & Answer portion of the meeting is documented 

on page 3.  It puts perspective on the complexity of rules regard-
ing ownerôs associations.  

 

Q by Terry Black ï Why was the meeting quorum require-
ment changed from 50% to 30%? 

A by Chad McClenathen ï Florida Statutes set the 
ñmaximumò permitted requirement for a quorum at 30%. 

Q by David Lewis ï Why was Argus address used for notices 
to LMA? 

A by Chad ï Every organization needs a registered agent who 
is authorized to receive, record and disseminate official docu-
ments.  Argus has handled that responsibility for the LMA for 
years and does it very professionally. 

Q by Henry Rhodes ï Does every organization have to have a 
registered agent or can they handle it themselves? 

A by Chad - Every organization must have a registered agent 
who is available to receive notices when delivered.  That is why 
an agent of the organization at a business office with regular 
business hours is the preferred choice.  

Q by David Lewis ï Why did you strike much of the required 
indemnification wording? 

A by Chad ï Indemnification requirements are set out in de-
tail in the Florida Statutes and supersede anything in local 
homeownersô documents. 

Q by Norm Olshansky ï The By Laws and Articles do not 
require the component association presidents to poll their mem-
bership before casting a vote for their organization at an LMA 
meeting.  Therefore, the totality of their membership might not 
be appropriately represented.  Is that fair? 

A by Chad ï How component association presidents solicit 
input from their organizations is up to the individual associa-
tion.  Members of each association should understand that they 
have an obligation to instruct their presidents as to how to vote.  

Q by Norm Olshansky ï It is obvious that the Eagles Nest 

Area (Covenant Article 22) is owned by the LMA.  Members of 
the LMA have certain rights that need to be honored but, at the 
same time, ground rules must be established and posted at the 
entrance to the Eagles Nest. 

A by Chad ï There is nothing in new paragraph 22 that 
changes anything with respect to the Eagles Nest Area.  The 
paragraph is completely neutral on that point.  Any change will 
have to occur as a result of action by the LMA. 

A by Bob Capo ï At the last meeting of the LMA, we agreed 
to post a sign at the entrance to the Eagles Nest Area.  Weôll 
make sure that happens. 

Q by David Lewis ï Can the LMA step in to make sure that 
component associations are properly maintaining their property 
and buildings? 

A by Chad ï The Covenants do not give the LMA authority to 
superimpose its authority over how individual associations ex-
ercise architectural control and maintenance of their property as 
long as it generally conforms to standard practice and the units 
are being properly maintained.  However, if the association is 
not accepting appropriate responsibility and control, the LMA 
can step in and take over that responsibility and control. 

Q by Bill Donaldson ï In Article 6, is there an implication 
that residents have to be registered Florida residents? 

A by Chad ï No; residents are defined as owners of lots or 
residential units.  The state of their residence does not matter.  

Q by Howard Feltman - We are concerned about paragraph 
29, which is now paragraph 22. Our attorney J. Michael Harten-
stineôs opinion is that there have been substantial changes made 
to that paragraph. 

A by Chad ï In my opinion, no substantive changes have 
been made to the paragraph in question. This is merely a differ-
ence of opinion between two attorneys.  (Bob Capo then agreed 
with Chad and said the Board intends to proceed based on the 
opinion of the LMA Attorney, Mr. McClenathen.)

Editorial Resident Opinion

This issue of The Eagle begins its ninth year of publi-
cation.  A goal from the beginning was to play the tradi-
tional role of the Forth Estate, as eyes and ears of the 
governed over the governance.  After some initial skepti-
cism the role appears to be accepted by both Landins and 
their governing associations.  

Because we publish monthly and only 10 months a 
year. Adaptation by the LMA and LHA was required in the  
timing of ordinary events, like budgeting, and important 
actions, like the Eagles' Nest area. Ample time is neces-
sary for The Eagle to inform the constituency prior to final 
action so individuals have time to make their opinions 
known.    

Gratefully the associations did adapt and we've tried to 
provide the information. 

However, one area needs improvement - the process 
of nomination for board openings. Responsibility here 
rests as much with residents as with association boards. 
Only occasionally in the past nine years have there been 
more candidates than open board positions.  All too often 
it has been necessary for boards to seek candidates. The 
community would be better served with more property 
owners coming forth to participate in community govern-
ance.  

In the best of circumstances enough candidates would 
volunteer to run prior to the deadlines, hopefully resulting 
in more candidates than openings. Position statements 
could then be published in The Eagle giving the constitu-
ency time to make their preferences known. Preferences 
would need to be communicated to association presidents 
for LMA seats as Landings documents require those 
presidents vote for the LMA seats.  LHA candidates are 
voted for directly, or by proxy, by property owners.  

Some have suggested a nominating committee to 
seek out potential candidates.  We think a "recruiting 
committee" is a better idea. Traditionally a nominating 
committee recommends candidates. A board nominating 
committee could be perceived as perpetuating an "old 
boys/old girls network."   Far better is recruiting several 
candidates for elections and having competitive voting 
after hearing or reading position statements.  

Let's take the last step to transparency: more citizen 
participation in competitive, open elections.  

   Certain subjects hit peopleôs hot buttons - obviously dogs, and 

in this case rules regarding them.  A piece in last monthôs Eagle 

indicated the LHA has been asked to reconsider dog leash 

rules.,   Over the years they have been modified, changing 

ñmust be leashedò to ñmust be under control.ò The issue, as indi-

cated in the first document, is how ñunder controlò animals are 

when behind electric fences. It is a summary of a statement to 

the LHA board, provided by the writer to the Eagle. 
 

Thank you for the opportunity to address the Board of Directors for 

the LHA this evening, 1/14/2010.   

To restate the issue: since we purchased here in the Landings, 

the rules regarding dog control have changed.  Minor changes 

in wording in the Residential Handbook have made significant 

changes in responsibility. 
1998 to 1999 - Animals are not permitted to run loose. 
2000 to 2002 - Animals are not permitted to run loose.  If an 

animal is taken out, it must be on a leash. 
2003 to 2005 - Pets are not permitted to run loose.  If a pet is 

kept outside, it must be on a leash. 
2006 to present - Pets must be under control at all times. 
 Which begs the question: What is "under control"? 
 An owner who thinks the unleashed dog by their side is 

under control is correct, until the dog thinks otherwise. 
 An owner who thinks a dog is controlled by an invisible 

fence is also correct, until the dog thinks otherwise, or the fence 

electricity fails, or a gardener digs up a part of the wire, or the 

batteries in the collar are low or dead, or the dog ignores the 

shock, or the shock is too light, or the temptation of a squirrel, 

or a jogger, or another dog is too great.  
Kids taunting a dog held back by an invisible fence might 

find out the fence is not really there.  Other dogs might come 

into the yard with an invisible fence far enough to either be 

attacked, or to then leave with the "fenced" dog in pursuit.  Ac-

cording to websites reporting on the net, this happens more 

frequently with larger dogs and high prey drive breeds as they 

are more likely to ignore the fence restrictions. 
 Bottom line is, a dog that is not leashed, is not "under con-

trol" and poses a hazard to passersby and to other dogs.  Dogs 

that are unleashed pose a sanitation issue as they walk unsuper-

vised or out of sight from their owners.  An invisible fence is 

not a guarantee that a dog is "under control." 
 I am not a whiner or chronic complainer.  However, I am a 

resident of the Landings, and I do expect to be able to walk my 

neighborhood with my dog on a leash under my control, with-

out fear of being accosted by someone else's dog.  I don't want 

to be bitten.  I don't want my dog to be bitten.  And I don't want 

to have my dog bite another in an act of defense, which could 

possibly result in not only injury, but also animosity and law-

suits.

 And, it is not outside the realm of possibility, that if the 

Directors allow unleashed dogs, and someone gets hurt as a 

result, that the Board could also get embroiled in a lawsuit. 
 I respectfully request that the Board reinstate the wording 

that a dog that is taken out must be on a leash.   At no time 

should a dog be permitted to be outside without an owner or 

controller present.  The only exception should be a dog which is 

contained in a physically fenced yard, hopefully with substan-

tial enough construction and height to contain the animal.

Richard A. Greene, Pine Harrier Circle 

 

(In a later e-mail to the LHA board, Mr. Greene points 

out there was a recent power outage of multiple hours 

during which electric fences were likely not operative and 

whether dogs would respect their boundaries simply by 

training is problematic. 

 

To the LHA and Landings Eagle, 

My name is Kelly Liebel and I am a resident of the Land-

ings.  I am writing in response to the recent article posted on the 

cover page of the newsletter. 

 When we bought in this community, there was an under-

standing of walking a dog on a leash, that is common sense.   

When we bought into this community we moved here from 

Siesta Key, because the lot had a much larger yard than we had 

before and we wanted to get a dog. 

 Before we got our dog, we called the Invisible Fence com-

pany.  Once our dog was old enough, four months, we got the 

fence installed and have enjoyed it ever since. 

 With all of the restrictions the LHA has in place for fences, 

set-backs, etc....it is unreasonable to ask that if a homeowner 

has (a dog with an) electric shock collar/invisible fence ( on) in 

working condition to not be allowed to stay in his yard, without 

being on a leash.   

 What the board is requesting is for dogs to be literally 

staked in their yard, which is inhumane.  (Ed. Note: at this point 

this is not a ñboardò request, but a residentôs request to the 

board) Therefore by staking a dog in the yard, they will be al-

lowed to be unattended, on a leash that is staked in the ground 

with some room to run.  This is not the correct way to do this. 

 A correct measure would allow for responsible homeown-

ers with an invisible fence in place to have a pre-manufactured 

sign in their front yard stating in fact there is an invisible fence 

here, so do not be afraid, the dog will not leave the yard. The 

LHA does not allow signs in yards to state there is a home secu-

rity system either.

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Environment Seminar 

 

The Environmental subcommittee of the Long Term Planning 
Committee held a  January seminar for property owners, asso-
ciation presidents and interested parties on environmental issues 
specifically of interest to The Landings. 

Participants were, Robert Wright, Neighborhood Environ-
mental Team (NEST) 
Coordinator  and Mi-
chael Holsinger, of 
Holsinger Horticultural 
Services. Holsinger par-
ticipated in development 
of environmental and 
fertilizing regulations in 
Sarasota County.  They 

were introduced by Landin Jerry Welch. 
Wright focused on the importance of Landings lakes and 

ponds to the environmental health of Roberts 
Bay and the Intracoastal waterway.  He de-
scribes them as storm waters' "last stop" be-
fore the bay.  Thirty years ago, when The 
Landings was in its earliest days, the County's 
primary interest in ponds and lakes was for 
flood protection.  Since then interest in clean-
ing and processing storm water before drain-
age to the Bay has taken on new importance.  
The County has no direct control over all but 
one Landings lake because they are grand-
fathered by date of construction. The excep-
tion is lake 9, Eagle Lake.  Plantings must 

meet certain requirements and a littoral shelf is required.  It 
provides filtration of wastes in water from the lake.  

Other lakes in The Landings could add such plantings for the 
same purpose.  It is also recommended not to cut grass or fertil-
ize within 10 feet of the ponds edge to prevent unwanted 
chemicals, primarily nitrogen,  from entering the water system .   
A Sarasota County brochure details good practices and recom-
mends desirable plantings for the 10-foot zone at water's edge.

   Michael Holsinger concentrated his com-
ments on turf care and especially the need to 
monitor the use of fertilizer and how it is 
applied by our various lawn services.  A 
Sarasota County ordinance, which Holsinger 
participated in preparing is very specific.  
Here are the basics from his presentation: 
Å    Fertilizers applied to landscapes contain at 
least 50% of the nitrogen in 

slow-release form. 
Å    That no nitrogen be applied during the sum-

mer rainy season (June 1ðSeptember 30). 
Å    That no more than 4 pounds of nitrogen per 

1000 square feet be applied annually. 
Å    Use of deflector shields on all rotary fertilizer 

spreaders. (to prevent distribution on drives 
and roads) 

Å   No nitrogen fertilizer applications within 10 
feet of water bodies. 

He urged condo presidents and individual homeowners to seek con-
tractual agreement with their suppliers to comply with the regulations.  

He also detailed the proper methods of pruning and fertilizing palm 
trees. There is a tendency, especially commercially, to cut back fronds 

 

Landings Patrol Blotter 

NOTE:  In an effort to give residents a better idea of 
both the responsibilities and actions of our security ser-
vice, we will provide what is commonly called a "police 
blotter" of requests to the gate and actions taken.

2/6/10 - Landings officer encountered Sarasota sheriff's 
deputy at the Northgate and asked what was a problem. He re-

plied "we've got a report of a possible 
car burglary are investigating." 
   1/10/10 - Two teenage boys  caught 
entering the racquet club and appeared 
not to belong there. They supplied dif-
ferent names to me than they gave the 
club, and acted as if they did not belong 
in the Landings. They appear to be act-
ing maliciously. Verified  their resi-
dency and counseled them on club pro-
cedures. 
   2/11/10-8 A guest stopped by to in-
form gate two young teenage males 
were standing in the road and Landings 
Blvd. around Landings circle. They 
appear to be challenging autos to go 

around them, according to the guest. A regular service worker 
in the Landings also stopped to inform the gate individuals of 
the same description ran across the road just as a cars were ap-
proaching. Guest was very concerned. Inform both we would 
investigate. 

2/17/10-A resident stopped at the gate to inform me she had 
seen a man, wearing a white T-shirt jump the wall behind Pub-
lix on to the Landings property. She indicated she didn't feel the 
need to call the police because she believed he lived here. 

1/19/10 - Gate arm at the Southgate was reported broken. 
Security tapes will be reviewed to see if it's possible to deter-
mine how it got broken. 

This morning I received a call from a resident at Eagles Point 
Circle advising of an alarm activation in the building, giving 
residents instructions to evacuate the building. Fire department 
arrived and silenced and reset the alarm. I spoke with a Lt. 
Hartley who advised me that associations must supply the key 
that is needed to reset the Eagles Point Buildings alarm pull 
stations. The key should be placed inside the Fire Department 
Knox Box. 

There are reported  difficulties with a teen, or teens. We have 
video of a youngster and his guest straddling the arm of the 
north gate at about 2200 hrs. Then mysteriously a call of suspi-
cious activity was made by a resident that their vehicle may 
have been broken into by the north gate. Police were called 
regarding teens by a resident because they threw pieces of fruit 
at passing vehicles in the Landings. One is believed to be the 
same young man who has run from security and was caught by 
K-9 deputies one evening.

too deeply to minimize the number of trimmings necessary.  Pruning 
should include dead or yellowing fronds and seed heads. Palms 
within 50 feet of fertilized turf grass do not need additional fertilizer. 

Lastly he provided a lesson in  reading those especially complicated 
fertilizer labels!
