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LMA Annual Meeting/Election 

 

February was the annual meeting of the LMA, consisting of 

three separate meetings: regular meeting, annual meeting/

election, board organizational meeting.  All three meetings are 

combined for this report. 

Attendance at the meeting was larger than any seen in the 10 

years The Eagle has been covering this event. It was, to the 

best of our memory, only the second time more candidates 

were on the ballot than positions available. 

The election resulted in the addition to the board of Ron De 

Anna, Tara Lamb, Jim Bagley and the reelection of  Dick 

Bayles, Jack Yost and Larry Lawrence. The president thanked 

all those who participated in the election process as well as the 

nominating committee for putting together a slate of seven 

candidates for the six open positions. There were no nomina-

tions from the floor. See page 3 for photos and board officers. 

General discussion precipitated by audience questions cov-

ered such areas as speeding, bike safety, why the board was 

elected by vote of the presi-

dents and not property own-

ers (because it is what the 

covenants mandate) and 

why there is not better com-

munication about the ongo-

ing lawsuit. 

Regarding the lawsuit it 

was noted that the lawyers 

have prohibited open board 

discussion of the matter 

pending litigation, but ma-

terials as they are filed in 

the Circuit Court are made 

available to the Eagle for 

posting on the Internet site.

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LHA Annual Meeting/Election 

 

The annual meeting of the LHA was relatively uneventful. 

Three incumbents were up for election, and three incum-

bents were reelected. The new board and officers remain 

unchanged. See their photos and board positions on page 3. 

According to the treasurer's report 18 property owners 

have not paid their 2011 assessments. Penalties have been 

invoked and interest will begin to be charged on March 1. 

One board member suggested the LHA look into the possi-

bility of making indebtedness to the Association the 

"personal responsibility" of a homeowner. That way, short 

of filing bankruptcy, fees accumulated during a foreclosure 

proceeding, possibly including maintenance and cleanup 

fees paid by the Association, may be able to be collected 

from the homeowner. This possibility will be discussed with 

our counsel. 

Update-Eagles Nest Area Lawsuit 

 

A community participant at the LMA annual meeting ex-
pressed frustration at not being up kept up-to-date on the law-
suit between 13 plaintiffs and the LMA. First an explanation 
for the silence on the part of the LMA board. There is a general 
rule that everything done by the Board of Directors of a homeown-
ers association (of which LMA is one) should be open and revealed 
to the members of the community. However, there is one exception 
to that rule, and that exception is that the contents and discussions

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of meetings of the Board or its members with legal counsel concern-
ing pending litigation do not have to be revealed. The reason for 
this, obviously, is that strategies of one side of the action should not 
be revealed to the opposing parties until filings are made in court. 
To that end, legal counsel have advised the Board not to make pub-
lic statements concerning the litigation. 
There have been two recent developments of general interest to 

The Landings community reflected in the court filings: 
1. Three individuals, representing two of the 13 properties 

bringing the action against LMA, have dropped out of the action. 
2. On January 28 the remaining plaintiffs filed a "MOTION FOR 

SUMMARY JUDGMENT AND INCORPORATED MEMORAN-
DUM OF LAW/' This document asks the court to decide the case based 
on points of law included in the motion and makes the contention 
that "there is no issue of material facts" to be determined. 
Larry Spelman, a former director and member of the Board of 

LMA and a former practicing lawyer, advised The Eagle there are 
generally two defenses to a Motion for Summary Judgment. One  is 
to contend  there are material facts to be determined in a trial of the 
action and, therefore, the case cannot be decided on a motion for 
summary judgment, but should go to trial. The other is the legal 
contentions made by the party making the motion are in error and 
that either the motion should be denied or that the case should be 
decided in favor of the defending party. 
Another recent filing by the defendants, the LMA, requests a 

hearing to require the plaintiffs to provide better answers to earlier 
requested interrogatories.  
A listing of all filed documents is available on the Internet 

at the Sarasota County Clerks site. Because of Florida law the 
actual documents are not viewable on that site, but, as public 
documents they are viewable on the computers in the Clerkôs  
Courthouse Office. The LMA has agreed to make available 
documents filed in the court to the Landings Eagle for reporto-
rial and posting purposes. 
The Eagle attempts to keep The Landings constituency in-

formed of the status of the suit by posting pertinent documents 
at www.LandingsEagle.com. There are so many documents 
involved we are now posting only those providing pertinent 
information. They are  frequently delayed because they have 
not yet been made available to The Eagle. We report regularly 
on the status of the suit. Our printer deadline is in the middle of 
the preceding month we are not as up-to-date as we would like. 
Anyone ever involved in a lawsuit realizes how complex 

they can become and how much paper is generated. As of this 
writing, there have been 88 separate filings totaling 464 pages. 
One reason for the large number is several documents have 
been sent to each of the 13 properties involved in the plaintiff's 
suit. 
By way of background the original summons filed May 28, 

2010, by Plaintiff's Counsel Icard, Merrill, Cullis, Timm, Furen 
& Greenburg, of Sarasota sought:  ñthat this Court exercise its 
jurisdiction under Chapter 86, Florida Statutes to declare that 
(1) Tract F is not subject to the Declaration (besides Para-
graph 29); (2) Tract F is not part of the ñcommon areasò un-
der the Declaration; (3) the use of Tract F is restricted to use 
as a site for eagles' nests, as described in Paragraph 29 of the 
Declaration; (4) stipulation (9) of the Resolution continues to 
prohibit any development or use of Tract F that is in any way 
inconsistent with its intended use as a site for eagles' nests; and 
(5) Defendant does not have a right to make any amendments 
to the Declaration that would alter its duties or the restrictions 
provided with regard to Tract F under Paragraph 29 of the 
original Declaration.ò 

(òSuitó from page 1) LMA, epresented by Hankin, Persson, Davis, McClenathen 
& Darnell, Sarasota., filed a first reply on June 30, 2010. Fol-
lowed on July 16, 2010 by a seven-page document of counter-
claims 
On August 16, 2010 a new law firm, Boyd, Richards, Par-

ker & Colonnelli, Tampa,  entered the litigation on behalf of 
the LMA. This firm was not retained by the LMA, but by the 
insurance company which ensures the LMA board members 
with insurance customarily held by most boards of directors. 
What followed were a series of requests for discovery in-

formation, placing many questions before all parties for the 
gathering of information. Some of these documents are availa-
ble at www.LandingsEagle.com.  
We now await the result of the request for Summary Judg-

ment.  The Landings Eagle will attempt to informed as prompt-
ly as possible.

Real estate values for homes in The 

Landings have hopefully bottomed out.   

There is no doubt that we live in one 

of the most outstanding Communities in 

Sarasota.  The LHA intends to maintain 

this standard.  

Financially, we are in a solid position.  

Our major costs are mail box replacements, property remedia-

tion and legal fees, principally for foreclosures. The mailboxes 

are primarily damaged by lawn and pool maintenance person-

nel; when these acts are observed, please report them so the 

homeowner can be reimbursed by the service provider.  

We are fortunate to have a relatively low ratio of homes in 

foreclosure; presently there are seven out of 218 homes.  Your 

Board is attempting to recover the costs of maintaining aban-

doned properties but is hampered by the delays by a bank in 

actually taking possession of a property.  As long as the proper-

ty is ñin limbo,ò we cannot receive reimbursement from neither 

the owner nor the bank. Because we are generally behind the 

bank and the LMA in liens on the property, it is unlikely we can 

receive reimbursement until the bank actually takes over or the 

property is sold.  

Recently we have had new homeowners, many of whom 

own dogs.  We must remind our neighbors that they are respon-

sible for removing their petôs waste.  Not only is it unsightly 

and unpleasant, but it also presents an ecological problem.  The 

runoff goes directly into the Gulf and pollutes.  Please observe 

the Rules and Regulations as set forth in the LMA Residents 

Handbook (the ñGreen Bookò); a great amount of time and 

effort was put into this helpful publication.  

We are in our sixth year of drought; we ask you to observe 

your watering days as we are all subject to fines by Sarasota 

County; besides itôs just good conservation.  

In closing, we encourage our membership to participate in 

the governance of your community; please contact any Board 

member to address your concerns and ideas.

   As the Florida legislature prepares 
for a new session of law making (or 
repealing laws  in 2010) letôs recap 
from last year.  Three bills that be-
came law last year have impacted 
condominium life.  The first one is 
very lengthy and cannot be fully dis-
cussed here in my column.  If you go 
to www.leg.state.fl.us you can see SB 
1196 in all its glory.  Smaller bills 

that passed (HB 663, HB1035) relating to building and elevator 
safety can also be found there. 
There is one part of 1196 that is very important to all Board 
members.  A certification requirement has been added to your 
agenda as you take office.  Within 90 days after being elected 
or appointed, you must certify in writing that you have read 
your associationôs governing docs and written policies.  You 
must work to uphold such documents and policies and that you 
will faithfully discharge your fiduciary duty.  Itôs not an oath, 
but close to it.  If you feel that youôd like to go a step further, 
you can submit a certificate of completion of educational cur-
riculum administered by an approved education provider.  This 
part sounds scary, but itôs not. 
 Iôve been told that by purchasing ñNew Neighborhoods:  The 
Consumerôs Guide to Condominium, Co-Op and HOA Livingò 
from your local bookstore that you would qualify for the free 
study guide from the law firm and self-examination from the 
law firm of Becker & Poliakoff to enable you to fulfill this new 
requirement for volunteer Board service. 
The glamorous lifestyle and high pay are not the only things 
that you can count on as you take office.  Your members will 
not be Bored of Directors. The amount of resource material 
available out there is enough to guarantee your re-election 

when your term comes to an end.  A fun way to begin is by 
attending the upcoming CA Day (Community Associations 
Day) at the Manatee Convention Center on March 4th that in-
cludes a trade show.  The certification course will be given that 
day if you donôt want to go the self-study route as mentioned 
previously, plus other worthwhile seminars will be available.  
Visit www.CAIWestFlorida.org or call 927-1910 for more in-
formation.

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HistoryWatch  
 By Dr. Al Weeks 

How Christianity  
Evolved and Survived 

 

   Easter Message: Christianity, not Islam, 
not Buddhism,z  nor Hinduism, et al., is 
today the world's most adopted  religious 
faith. 
   Do ideas and religions evolve and be-
come assimilated into social environ-

ments the way organisms do in the biological world? 
That is, do they compete with other idea-systems in a 

ñDarwinianò fashion and ñfitò and ñsurvive,ò or not, after a 
prolonged process of ñnatural selectionò?  
In other words, do religions and theologies undergo the 

same intense competition and testing that organisms do. After 
prolonged evolutionary  ñwinnowing,ò doesn't the grain of the 
given triumphant religious system become predominant in soci-
ety while the chaff of the losing system is discarded?  
Indeed, serious historians have long speculated as to why 

some social and political orders along with certain religions win 
out over competitors and become assimilated in a given society 
at a given time and for a long period of time while other sys-
tems fail to make the grade and fall by the wayside.   
For the Christian religion, the scheme in analyzing this phe-

nomenon seems clear, although it has been neglected by main-
stream historians.  
In trying to determine the reasons for  Christianityôs triumph 

worldwide,  one needs to examine its entry onto the scene of 

the Roman Empire in the first century, track  its fortunes in the 
succeeding three centuries. Then one can  attempt thereby to 
explain why by the fourth century it had outclassedðby num-
bers of adherents--all of its  formidable challengers. Which 
occurred in the West,  not in imperial China, where religion 
followed an entirely different course from what evolved in the 
West ð"west of the Indus River" ð as the "Judeo-Christian" 
religion.  
 During the early period of the Christian Era, the theologi-

cal debates that were raging found the Christian apologists 
ranged on one side while defenders of  Hellenistic philosophy, 
paganism, and Judaism were on the other. The competition for 
public acceptanceðat all levels of society in the Roman Em-
pire, east and westðwas rampant. The debate was accompa-
nied by the sacrifices of Christian martyrs.  
In a relatively short period of time--very short, considering 

widespread illiteracy and the slow means of communication 
and travel in the second and third centuries A.D.--Christianity 
finally triumphed over its rivals. The estimated increase in 
public acceptance of the new ñcult,ò as critics called it, first 
began to appear among the lower classes. Yet soon the religion 
won the loyalty of the wealthier, lettered classes. People whom 
Julian Apostate in the fourth century sarcastically demeaned as 
ñignorant Galileansò were by no means the dominant class of 
believers by the time this opportunistic military leader-cum-
emperor had seized power and attempted by all sorts of artifi-
cial devices to reverse public loyalties back to paganism.  

 Meanwhile, literate people well versed in Greek and Latin 
letters like Clement of Alexandria or later, Augustine of Hip-
po, became leading, articulate spokespersons (as exegetes, 
bishops, or pastors) for the new religion.  
Many of these unquestionably brilliant well-read men had 

converted from paganism. 
They had abandoned one 
or another Hellenistic phi-
losophy or cult in favor of 
Christianity, just as Au-
gustine was to do more 
famously in the fifth cen-
tury. 
This "process" of the 

favorable winnowing of 
Christianity within the 
field of competitors has 
been depicted in merely 
descriptive terms by most 
historians to date. Unless 
they are committed Chris-
tians, and few are, they 
have had a tendency to 
pass over, if not scorn, 
these early ñesotericò de-
bates of the opening cen-
turies of the Christian Era. 
Their attitude could be 
summed up as one that 
viewed the debates as a 
mere counting of the  
number of angels that 
could stand on the head of 
a pin. Unless they are reli-
gious historians per se, but

The Photo ñChuteò

FLASH FILL 
  
    Do you know that the word photo-

graph actually means light record? 

When I shoot, light is usually the first 

thing that I consider no matter what the 

subject is.  

   Today's cameras control the amount 

of light hitting the sensor (film) by automatically setting the 

shutter speed and/or aperture. However this does not always 

assure a well lit (detailed) subject. A back lit subject may even 

wind up as somewhat of a silhouette unless one of two steps 

are taken. First you can override the camera setting (not every 

camera has this capability) by letting in more light than is 

called for. This is accomplished with a slower shutter or a 

wider aperture or both.  

The second option would be to lighten the front of the sub-

ject with flash fill. Most cameras give you a choice of flash 

"on, off,ò or "auto." Do not use the auto as it may not activate 

due to the light entering the camera from behind the subject. 

To guarantee the flash, switch to the on position. Please note 

that the effective range is usually no more than 10-14 feet. To 

avoid the harsh glare of close range (3-7 feet), place a doubled 

or quadrupled tissue over the bulb but please don't cover the 

lens.  

Other advantages of flash fill include its ability to remove 

harsh shadows and bring out better color in low light situa-

tions. When I photograph subjects within flash range I more 

often than not use flash fill. If I want a muted, more natural 

and subdued shot, I may switch off the flash. Best yet, shoot 

both ways and keep the better of the two.

Mayo Sentenced  

 

   As previously reported 

onetime chief of security for 

The Landings, Richard 

Mayo, was found guilty on 

three separate counts in late 

January.

even then, they do not take seriously the controversies, say, 
over the relationship of Jesus the man to the status of God; the 
"heresy" of Arianism, Montanism, Nestorianism,, and on and 
on.  Even Trinitarianism as expressed  in the Chalcedonian, 
later Nicene Creeds are given short shrift by many main-
stream  historians.  After all, these debates and decisions made 
by various ancient councils are today seen as ñanachronisms." 
They are at best, these writers imply,  convoluted rhetoric 
with  all sorts of mystical twists and turns that are alleged to 
have no contemporary relevance whatever. 

   Meanwhile, little attention if any is paid in literature on 
the history of religion to the fact that one or another construc-
tion or solution to a given controversy did win  out and be-
came fixed as the reigning doctrine. Why or how did this win-
nowing, or competition, of doctrines take place? Why did one 
win while others failed?  
 In particular by the time of the French and Continental 

Enlightenment and then on into the nineteenth and twentieth 
centuries, Christianity as placed in the history of ideas is gen-
erally described by non-religious historians and observers in a 
static way. It is seen as a fixed system that, while it underwent 
internal changes, nevertheless remains unitary and corporeal. 
Christianity is not treated as having evolved, almost like an 
organism, amid competition with other ways of looking at the 
world and worshipping a deity.  In some historians' casting of 
the religion's past, present and future, Christianity becomes an 
ñanomaly,ò a holdover as the world became modern and wed-
ded to a scientific Weltanschauung, world-view. 
 True in part as the above may be, Christianity nevertheless 

today has nearly a billion adherents throughout the world. "It 
must be doing something right," as the expression goes. So, in 
what way did the faith's evolution of religious thought pave 
the way to this remarkable  accomplishment?
