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LHA Board Unchanged ï1 Open Position 
 

Annual board elections resulted in the board composition 

and officers remaining unchanged, as there were fewer candi-

dates than openings.  No replacement has come forward for the 

open position left by Jim Goldmanôs resignation.  Therefore, 

there remains one opening on the board. Interested parties 

should contact Bill Whitman. 

The board expressed disappointment only 78 households of 

218 voted. Fortunately the state recently changed quorum re-

quirements to 33%, making this yearôs 35.8% acceptable. .   

President Whitman read an review of 2008 actions by the 

board. The text is available on page 4. 

Bob Greenfield, along with Howard Feltman, reviewed their 

attorneyôs interpretation of restrictions on what can be done in 

the Eaglesô Nest Area.  This is the same material presented at 

last monthôs LMA board meeting and reported in last monthôs 

Eagle.  They called upon the LHA board to make certain these 

homeowner views were clear to the LMA board.  The board 

indicated theyôd make note of the  documents, make certain the 

LHA board had reviewed the contents and will direct the docu-

ments to the LMA in the event they are not familiar with them. 

They are posted at www.LandingsEagle.com.  The LMA presi-

dent made clear that while they represent the 17 homeowners 

who paid for the legal interpretation they also represent the re-

maining 200+ homeowners as well.  He also stated he felt this 

is an LMA not an LHA issue. 

Treasurer Dick Bayles reported the LHA ended the fiscal 

year on budget having used a portion of its reserves for partial 

payment of the mailbox project.  He explained the largest un-

predictable portion of the LHA budget is legal costs.  They vary 

depending on specific litigation.  For example legal letters to

The annual, ñthree-separate-meetingsò ritual of the LMA 

resulted in little new ñnews,ò a board unchanged from last year 

and lengthy discussion from the audience on topics most cov-

ered over the past year. 

With no new candidates 

for the board the four 

incumbents  were auto-

matically reelected: 

Richard Bayles, Dennis 

Ziemann, Katy Leidel 

and Larry Spelman.  The 

Vice President position 

was voluntarily vacated 

by Dee Ricapito, who 

remains on the board.  

She was replaced by Henry Rhodes. See page 2 for pictures and 

titles.  

The following holidays were decided upon as those on 

which the restriction of delivery vehicles, service workers, etc. 

apply: New Yearôs Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 

Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. (Work by 

the property owners themselves is not restricted.) These days 

are in addition to existing rules in which such activities, with 

exceptions noted in the "Green Book" on page 9, are currently 

restricted, such as all Sundays. 

Safety and Security Chair Bill Whitman noted there had 

been a change in the Post Commander position at the main gate.  

Lynn Sorensen  replaces Chris Cook who took a new position 

closer to home. Lynnôs bio can be reviewed on page  3. 

Dick Bayles was commended by the board for his work in 

planning and coordinating the new gatehouse.  

Ben Mayne reported work on the long Landings Blvd. island 

near the Treehouses had begun.  Plans are to completely replant 
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and save the trees. The cost of that project, a primary one for 

2009, will be $18,000 which is budgeted.  Mayne has revised 

the plan for the Eaglesô Nest Area remediation suggesting a 

$30,000 budget over three years.  

The remainder of the meeting reviewed last yearôs LMA 

achievements, activities and controversies, all of which have 

been reported previously in The Eagle and in LMA minutes as 

posted at www.LandingsEagle.com. 

There was lengthy interaction between the board and several 

constituents on how strictly is the ñshow your IDò requirement 

at the gate before entering is being enforced..   

Howard Feltman made a repeated request for enforcement of 

Paragraph 29 of the covenants as the lawyer for the his group 

has interpreted it. One audience member asked ñwhat is the 

penalty for going into the Eagleôs Nest Area?ò  There was no 

reply beyond Feltman calling the question ñsarcastic.ò 
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homeowners with unpaid fees cost $250 per homeowner.  Fur-

ther litigation can result if uncollected.  So far this year there 

are nine unpaid property owners, several of which are foreclo-

sures.  

Letters were sent to 24 property owners who allegedly have 

trees or other growth blocking light coming from the street-

lamps.  Trimming is the property ownerôs responsibility. To 

date only 12 have replied with various degrees of co-

operation.   

   Other items covered: 

There has been one report of copper plumbing developing 

pinhole leaks.    If you have experienced the problem the 

LHA (and The Eagle) would like to know.  

There has been at least one instance of vandalism at an 

empty property.  The cruising patrol will make it a point 

to drive by such properties regularly. 

Letters have been sent to property owners on one Land-

ingsô cul-de-sac after finding evidence children have been 

using it as a play area and evidence trimming debris being 

left in it.  They are being reminded that is inappropriate 

use of the areas.

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LHA - 2009 Presidentôs Letter

For the past seven years our Community had problems with 
some property speculators, John Yanchek 
and James Crain.  They had five properties 
which were ignored from an appearance 
and upkeep standpoint.  That cost their 
neighbors much grief.  The Board and its 
Counsel has addressed this issue for many 
years. A good amount of money and time 
was spent in pursuing the interests of the 
LHA.  As of this writing, there have been 
six foreclosures.  We have been in contact 
with the responsible parties and their coop-
eration has been satisfactory.  Percentage-
wise we have been fortunate with our 218 
homes.   

On a more positive note, the LHA un-
dertook to assume responsibility for homeownersô mailboxes as the 
easiest way to ensure their maintenance.  New mailboxes were 
installed during December 2008 and January 2009 and the com-
ments have been positive.  This issue was under discussion for 
several years and a satisfactory solution in terms of price and ap-
pearance was achieved, which enhances our property values. 

The LHA renewed its Declaration of Restrictions for another 
thirty years, which ensures the continuation of guidelines that pre-
serve the nature of The Landings. 

Some minor issues were resolved regarding fences.  The LHA 
board of directors will diligently enforce The Declaration of Re-
strictions governing homeowners in The Landings. We encourage 
homeowners to request approval for all exterior modifications to 
their property, as required.  This includes roof replacement, paint-
ing, landscape modifications and fences, among others. 

The Board is cognizant of changes in technology, particularly 
in roofing, and we understand the financial pressures involved in 
replacing or making modifications.  However, we stand by the 
aesthetic guidelines that have governed homeowners in the past 
and are open to solutions that serve both purposes ï economics and 
aesthetics. 

We urge homeowners to familiarize themselves with the Decla-
ration of Restrictions document (available on The Landings Eagle 
web site) to avoid an unnecessary expense to resolve subsequent 
problems. 

We encourage participation by our homeowners by attending 
Board meetings, being heard and joining in the election process ï 
both being a candidate for a seat on the board and voting in the 
annual election.  This year, we had only 74 of 218 homeowners 
who responded with a ballot or proxy.  We also have a vacant 
board position that we have been trying to fill for the past three 
months, without success. 

We thank The Landings Eagle for their responsible observa-
tions and contribution to The Landings experience.
