Sarasota Tax records, LANDINGS OF SARASOTA FL LLC. 
The Eagle made numerous phone calls to specific representa-
tives.  None were returned.  Calling the switchboard we finally 
reached an individual who answered the phone ñ(indecipher-
able) Schostakôs Office.ò  The pleasant person said sheôd have 
someone call. We later retrieved  a answering matching mes-
sage from the assistant to one of the individuals we had been 
attempting to reach. The message asked for our questions in 
writing.  We called back, leaving a message,  saying we pre-
ferred a one-on-one conver-
sation. After not hearing 
back for several days, and 
not wishing to blindside the 
company,  we sent a list of 
ñareas weôd like to coverò 
to several Schostak repre-
sentatives.  They included 
virtually all the subjects you 
in this article. Their com-
plete response, answering 
little, is on page 18. 
The prevailing tone, ac-
cording to our sources. is 
negotiations for renewal of 
leases were very slow, tedi-
ous, often delayed for long 
periods. Unreturned and or 
long delayed return of 
phone calls inhibited fruit-
ful negotiations.   Promised

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Is There a Landings Plaza Strategy? 

More and more often a conversation among Landins includes 
questions like ñwhatôs going on at the Landings Plaza?ò 
Folks are concerned the empty storefronts reflect on The 
Landings community as well as the Plaza itself.   
A number of familiar storefronts have disappeared over the 
past few years and few have been added.  Several long term 
occupants have simply changed location: Sacinoôs Formal 
Wear, Carefree Design, The Clock Gallery, The Collectorôs 
Wall have all left The Plaza, and now The Diamond Vault has 
purchased the former West Marine building at 3979 South 
Trail and will be relocating there soon. Others we spoke with 
are still considering leaving the Plaza.  
The Eagle has confirmed a primary reason for the relocation 
for several of these businesses was the inability to come to a 
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April LMA  Meeting  

 

  President Henry Rhodeôs report included the following 

items: 

  ̄  A thank you was offered to those who had planned and 

executed the successful newcomers party. 

  ̄  The recently held Presidents Council (comprised of the 

presidents of the various associations in The Landings) 

resulting in the presidents making two specific requests 

of the LMA:  

            If the south gate is to be closed at 8 PM nightly, as was 

announced last month, the North gate should also be 

closed at that time for security reasons. There was some 

general discussion by the board of this request. A prelim-

inary survey by the safety and security committee indi-

cates the difference in use of the two gates, about 16,000 

per month for the North gate and 5000 for the South gate, 

could put extraordinary strain on main gate usage and 

traffic pattern from the Trail to Landings Boulevard. Fur-

ther study will be made of the request. 

The ID system at the main gate be strictly enforced. 

According to the safety and security committee options 

on executing a revised ID system currently being exam-

ined. 

  ̄     A letter of resignation from Landscape Chair Ben Mayne 

has been received. The board unanimously voted to write a 

letter of appreciation to Mayne for his years of outstanding 

service in that role. A new chair was not appointed at this 

meeting. 

¯  Each of the committees has been asked to submit an outline 

of their responsibilities, as well as what they view as their 

goals and strategies for the next year. 

¯ The board retreat will likely be called for some time in May, 

probably a Saturday morning. As this will be a meeting of at 

least a quorum of the board it will be open to the constituen-

cy should they desire to attend. 

¯ Attorneys for both the LMA and the Plaintiffs in the Eagle's 

Nest Area dispute have filed their request for summary judg-

ment. (Both of those documents are available for reading at 

www.LandingsEagle.com.) A hearing will be held on June 1, 

1:30 PM, in the courtroom of the Hon. Andrew Owens, Cir-

cuit Court Judge. It is expected this will be brief hearing, the 

judge allocating one hour.  

Treasurer Dick Bayles reports no unusual financial activity 

for the preceding period.  He indicated $15,000 had been real-

located from the Security & Safety Committee to the Aesthet-

ics committee as requested by the board.  He also explained 

that there are four lots among the single family dwellings 

which actually occupy 1.5 Landings lots.  They have not be 

being billed an annual assessment of 1.5 times. The owners 

will be notified and  those billings adjusted.     

The drainage committee continues work on reducing the 

drainage deficiencies enumerated in the studies previously 

published. Chair Jack Jost also reported he was working with 

the County to clear up any potential drainage problems caused 

by the construction of the new Rooms-to-Go facility at the 

Trail and Philippi Shores Drive. Update on page 3. 

Lakes and Environmental committeeman Larry Lawrence 

reported timers will gradually be replaced on most of the lake-

fountains as they were aging and causing frequent problems. 

Several extras will be carried in stock to more quickly replace 

broken timers. Lawrence also reported that plans are continuing 

to set dates for a pickup point for any toxic waste materials 

property owners wish to have disposed of according to county 

regulations.  See details of pick-up plan on page 10. 

Safety and security Chair Bill Whitman explained recent 

questions about how the pedestrian gate off Field Road and 

Pine Harrier Drive Circle is handled. A page 5 article provides 

the details. He also reports studying additional security 

measures as well as seeking improved, lighting and safety at the 

corner Of Kestral Pkwy. South and Landings Boulevard. 

Strategic planning chair Karl Maggard reported work was 

progressing on an Internet site to enhance The Landings image. 

Three domain names have been secured and a web hosting ser-

vice retained, all at an annual cost of less than $160. Vendors to 

actually produce the site are being interviewed. 

Ron De Anna, Chair of the Roads Committee, asked for and 

received an allocation of up to $6,035 to make road repairs 

planned for 2011. He also stated it was likely he would take the 

lower of several bids making the figures substantially less. Spe-

cifically, these are repairs, not road resurfacing, in the follow-

ing areas: the west side of Peregrine Circle West at Peregrine 

Point Drive; the west side of Landings Lane at Landings Boule-

vard; Kestral Park Drive at 5019; Flicker Field Circle at 5137, 

5115, and 5107; the Westside of Kestral Park Place And Kes-

tral Way South; and mill the outer edges at two points on Ea-

gles Point Circle. 

He also sought authorization for expenditure of up to $7,000 

for an engineering study of the intersection of the Tamiami 

Trail and Kestral Pkwy. North. Such a study is required before 

the LMA can request any possible changes in the traffic pat-

terns to Sarasota County and the Florida Department of Trans-

portation. 

April LHA Meeting 

 

In  an  abbreviated meeting of four members (just a quor-

um)  timely matters were handled, and more complex issue 

hseld for when more of them board would be present. 

There are still several outstanding dues to be collected.  

Landscaping change requests were approved. 

There was some discussion of the long wooden fence on 

Landings Blvd. across from Cedar Bay Lane and Heron Drive. 

The LMA will assist in making alterations to the drainage 

along the spot.  Current drainage makes it difficult to consider 

plantings and is causing early deterioration of the fence itself.. 

Once that is determined further consideration will be given to 

its appearance, to which some people have objected. .

Drainage Up-Date 
Compiled from reports by Jack Jost, Chair, Drainage Committee 

The County Public Works Department recently examined 

several Landings drainage issues. They  

agreed  to clean out the main drainage 

swale in The Landings from Heron Way 

to the Treehouses.  A large, spider-like, 

articulated machine will be used to re-

move vegetation in the primary swale. 

The ditch will then be hand 

cleaned.  Removed vegetation will be 

ground up and distributed along and on 

either side of the swale.  (Diagram to 

right).  The county does not intend to 

clean any portion of the swale after it 

turns toward the bay between the Clois-

ters and the Treehouses. 

The County believes some Landins  

may object to the removal of vegetation 

and plans  to remove only the portion 

likely to impede water flow during a 

heavy storm.   

They will not start work until we have informed the residents 

but want to complete the work before the ñwet season.ò   

Landins using Phillippi Shores may have noticed drainage 

issues from the new Rooms-to-Go facility into the street and 

pooling along the Landings walls.  Apparently flow is designed 

to dump water not percolated out of or evaporated from the 

retention pond onto Phillippi Shores Road.  From there it is 

intended to follow the roadside swale until it finds the outfall 

to Phillippi Creek at the South end of the 

Countyôs very large retention pond just to 

the West of the RTG project.  It appears 

the swale cannot carry the water after it 

rounds the first corner on Phillippi Shores 

Road.  The first section of road immedi-

ately behind RTG has a well formed con-

crete bottomed swale that takes the out-

fall to the corner.  After the water turns 

the corner, the concrete stops and the 

swale disappears.  The water runs down 

against the perimeter wall of the Land-

ings and is partially blocked from flow 

into a poorly formed roadside swale by 

heavy vegetation.    

Kurt Jensen (JAG Engineering) and Jack 

Jost met with the County to review the 

situation. County representatives agreed 

the blocked swales along Phillippi Shores 

Road and around the inside (Park side) of the wall separating 

the Landings from the Countyôs Phillippi Shores Park are the 

problem. The County determined it is its responsibility to cor-

rect and would have their people clean out the swales immedi-

ately.  

Work also continues on previously reported drainage defi-

ciencies.

dusk to dawn. The latter is handled by Landings Security. That 

second lock hangs on the bolt latch whether the bold is in a 

locked or unlocked position, which may be the basis of the 

confusion.  The gate is also equipped with an automatic closing 

mechanism.  

On another activity of significance: At 8:08 PM, April 9  

loud female screams were heard coming from Kestral Park 

Drive. A patrol was dis-

patched a call made to 911  

reporting screams with un-

known factors. Neighbors in 

the area called the gate re-

questing a patrol.  Patrol 

arrived at 5035 Kestral Park 

Dr. at 8:12PM. Officer Lar-

kin made contact with a ju-

venile. The officer noticed 

the victim was bleeding from 

his right forearm, received 

from attempting to gain ac-

cess into his own home 

through a window. Glass had 

been broken and the victim 

received deep laceration with 

glass still embedded in his 

forearm. 

   Rescue ambulance arrived 

at 8:18, took over the scene 

and transported victim to a 

nearby hospital. He was 

rushed to emergency surgery 

Officer Larkin advised the home maybe unsecured. The 

parent was contacted and was aware that her son was transport-

ed to the Hospital.

The Landings Eagle is proud to be an independent 
voice in the community.  But negative articles are not 
among our favorite pastimes!  
This months article on The Landings Plaza came after 

many months of concern, discussion among fellow 
Landins and finally seeking out  Plaza tenants who have 
become friends over the years. We were surprised at how 
upset they were with their current landlord, and how will-
ing they were to talk. They talked both with and without 
fear their comments may affect ongoing tenancy and cur-
rent negotiations.  Those without fear had already decid-
ed to leave after unsuccessful and/or greatly delayed ne-
gotiations. 
The more we heard the more we believed the story 

had to be told.  Tenants feel helpless to bring any pres-
sure on the property owners in negotiations. Perhaps they 
felt our investigation and exposure could help, perhaps 
they wanted to express their frustration. 
If our efforts to get answers are anything like tenantsô 

efforts, we understand.  Multiple phone calls, and finally a 
detailed ñhere are the issues we want to discussò email 
brought an almost boilerplate nonresponse, all document-
ed in the article. 
The issues discussed in the article have been bubbling 

under the surface for months, perhaps even years.  We 
watched as many tenants folded their tents, just disap-
pearing.  We passed them off as victims of the recession.  
But when familiar, long term tenants began relocating we 
started asking questions. Youôve read the results in the 
front page story.   
We sought interviews with the corporate owners or 

their representatives. Their response accompanies the 
article. 
Why do we care so much? 
ñOurò shopping center carries our communityôs name.  

It reflects on our community.  As one agent told us the 
Plaza is gaining a negative reputation among rental 
agents and prospective occupants. 
Loss of such classy businesses as The Clock Gallery, 

The Collectorôs Wall and soon The Diamond Vault cer-
tainly donôt reflect positively on the center. We know with 
certainty at least two of those three resulted from frustrat-
ing renewal negotiations.  Other negotiations continue. 
We puzzle over why ownership would prefer holding 

firm on prices and terms resulting in long empty spaces 
while other centers are offering lower rates and more flex-
ible terms.   Weôre not privy to their spreadsheet analysis, 
but logic, and our own experience as a landlord, tells us 
long empty spaces cost more than short-term contractual 
reductions and working with clients to retain them through 
the recession. Agents with whom we consulted had no 
explanation either.  Schostakôs response to our query 

gave no hint at their strategy.  Weôd welcome a lesson in 
strip mall economics from them.  
In Schostakôs response they state a current occupan-

cy rate of 87.4% compared to the Sarasota Market aver-
age of  88.2% for 2010.   
There are several 

ways to look at occupancy 
rates.  Using their square 
footage estimates we 
looked at occupancy rates 
with Diamond Vault gone.  
(Renovation plans for 
their new location are in 
place.) We looked at oc-
cupancy with and without 
Publix (that property is 
owned by Publix).   
From the viewpoint of 

shoppers and our commu-
nity, ñstorefront occupan-
cyò is equally if not more 
important. The number of places to shop must be consid-
ered in a centerôs success.   That rate will be 64.7%. 
With or without Publix, more than one third of storefronts 
are empty.  
We keep hearing how small business is the corner-

stone of economic recovery.  Yet each of those busi-
nesses that have relocated, rather than ñgoing under,ò 
are small businesses.  They are the ones leaving those 
empty storefronts.   
If we were the landlords, and of course weôre not, 

weôd be seeking ways to try to keep them in The Plaza.  
Considering the comments by those to whom we spoke 
we must question the sentence in Ms. Clarkôs corre-
spondence to us: ñWe are focused on maintaining our 
current retailerséò 
The Landings Plaza and the School Board property 

south of Landings Blvd. are part of The Landings Cove-
nants. Weôd like to have our neighbors, in fact our 
ñpartners,ò share with us their strategy for success. The 
LMA Business Relations Committee has offered to assist 
Schostak in the success of The Plaza. They received no 
response. The Eagle would be happy to help promote 
The Landings Plaza and efforts to rejuvenate it.  
Itôs difficult to believe there is anyone in The Landings 

who doesnôt want the Plaza to be a retail and financial 
success.

As many readers of The Eagle may know, 
Phillippi Landings is the condominium com-
plex boarding the Landings at the junction of 
Phillippi Creek and Tamiami Trail. Since we 
are neighbors built by the same developer, residents of the 
Landings may be interested in learning about the progress and 
issues that surround our complex. 

 Our three residential buildings, housing a total of 114 condo-
minium units, were started in 2005 and completed in 2008. All 
of the units have been sold and each building has now been 
turned over to its respective homeowner association.  Future 
plans call for two additional residential buildings.  

 The 23 boat slips bordering our complex along the north 
shore of Phillippi Creek are controlled by our Marina Associa-
tion and are available for purchase by Phillippi Landings con-
dominium owners.  Sixteen have now been sold. 

 The mangrove overgrowth surrounding the marina area was 
trimmed a few months ago and has made access to our docks 
and boardwalk much more convenient.  State law limits how 
low mangroves can be trimmed, and the trimming is limited to 
once a year and must be performed by a licensed professional. 

 Our resort style pool, hot tub, fitness center, clubhouse, dog 
park, and marina make Phillippi Landings a comfortable and 
enjoyable place to live.
