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LHA 2010 fees down $30 

 

If the budget is passed as reviewed at the October LHA meet-

ing, the homeowners' assessment for 2010 will be $70, vs. the 

$75 reported last month.  The $70 is also $30 less than the 2009 

assessment which included  a portion of  mailbox renovation 

costs. 

The usual number of landscape and  painting requests and 

roof replacements were handled expeditiously by the board. 

Two items, not commonly discussed ðsolar panels and TV  

antennas ðwere an issue, however. Solar panels for heat and 

some power requirements are planned for a Flicker Field Circle 

home.  State and federal laws prevent community associations 

from prohibiting such panels, but boards are permitted to work 

with the homeowners to minimize "eyesores." The Flicker 

homeowners are working with the board.  

The revised Communications Act of 1996 forbids associations 

from interfering with the reception of local broadcast signals or 

satellite delivered services.  Most here consider here Tampa 

stations local. Here is the FCC wording antennas which cannot 

be prohibited. Different provisions apply to condominiums. For 

further details check:

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LMA 2010 Fees Up $25 
   The budget prepared for 2010, to be voted upon at the next 

meeting of the LMA, will reflect a $25 increase over the 2009 

annual assessment. The annual assessment will be $1030 if 

passed as currently written. This reflects increases in mainte-

nance costs, North Lake remediation and a new/used mainte-

nance truck. 

Modernizing of the Landings legal documents discussed in 

the last issue of The Eagle was further discussed.  Two changes 

were made: 

 The last meeting passed a provision permitting limited 

attendance at board meetings via electronic means. It was 

further limited to permit any one director to attend 

"electronically" only 4 times per year. 

 At the last meeting a motion failed placing term limits 

on board members.  It was resubmitted  and passed by a 4 

to 3 vote.  No board member may be elected to more than 

three consecutive terms.  (An appointment will not be 

considered an "elected term." They may be reelected or 

reappointed after a one-year hiatus.)  

   The board also agreed, as they had at the last meeting, 

that to avoid any controversy regarding the Eagles' Nest 

Area, there is to be no change in the wording of that para-

graph, even for "just cleaning up the language." 

Finally a motion was passed permitting the President to 

execute and file the documents after association Presi-

dents and Controlling Class C member approval. How-

ever, if, after review by the Boardôs attorney, further 

changes are proposed to any of the three documents, the 

documents will be 

returned to the Board 

for additional review 

and approval before 

execution. 

The question of gate se-

curity procedures was 

raised again.  There have 

been reports of visitors be-

ing  able to enter The Land-

ings without either having 

been approved by or a call 

made to the party they are 

visiting. Policy is for guests 

to be either preapproved or 

a call is to be made to the 

property owner.  If an 

owner feels that has not 

occurred the specific time 

should be noted and Bill 

Whitman informed via e-

(2) An antenna that is one meter or less in diameter or 
diagonal measurement and is designed to receive video 
programming services via broadband radio service 
(wireless cable) or to receive or transmit fixed wireless 
signals other than via satellite. 

(3) An antenna 
that is designed to 
receive local tele-
vision broadcast 
signals. Masts 
higher than 12 
feet above the 
roofline may be 
subject to local 
permitting re-
quirements. 

In addition, antennas covered by the 
rule may be mounted on "masts" to 
reach the height needed to receive or 
transmit an acceptable quality signal 
(e.g. maintain line-of-sight contact 
with the transmitter or view the satel-
lite). Masts higher than 12 feet above 
the roofline may be subject to local 
permitting requirements for safety pur-

poses. Further, masts that extend beyond an exclusive 
use area may not be covered by this rule. 

The FCC  in a later amendment added other services.  While 
they are not now an 
issue, they could be in 
the future as new tech-
nologies are offered.  

 A: "Fixed 
wireless signals" 
are any commer-
cial non-
broadcast com-
munications sig-
nals transmitted 
via wireless tech-
nology to and/or 
from a fixed cus-
tomer location. Examples include wireless signals used 
to provide telephone service or high-speed Internet ac-
cess to a fixed location. This definition does not include, 
among other things, AM/FM radio, amateur ("HAM") 
radio (but see 47 C.F.R. §97.15), Citizens Band ("CB") 
radio, and Digital Audio Radio Services ("DARS") sig-

nals. 
Once again, the LHA board re-
minded homeowners they are 
required to  seek prior approval 
before removing any tree (no 
matter what condition) of more 
than 4 inches in diameter at 36 
inches above the ground and any 
roofing replacement, even an 
exact replacement.  

Finally, be sure to attend the retirement party for The Land-
ings loved and respected U.S. Mail Man, Tom Chrapowicki, 
Saturday, November 7 at 3PM at the LRC.  It is being spon-
sored by the LHA and The Treehouse associations in  honor of 
his outstanding 31 years of service to the Postal Service and 13 
years of dedication to The Landings and its residents.

PR Chair Katy Leidel  has the impression from conversations 

with constituents that is not possible for new people to get onto 

the board.  The Eagle has published the procedure, not a com-

plicated one, before and repeats that information on the next 

page.  

    Landscape chair Ben Mayne  presented, by e-mail, his pre-

liminary plans for landscape projects for 2010:  

 In an effort to cut costs next year, we are going to try 

experimenting with the use of pine needle as mulch in a 

couple of areas this coming year.  We are interested mainly 

in its staying power with regular watering and vehicle traf-

fic.  Golf courses in the area do this with regularity and it 

seems to work well.  We are presently getting ready to trim 

our island palms and remove excessive moss from several 

live oaks and the big gold tree at the entrance.  We will 

also remove a few lower branches from a couple of oaks 

that impede traffic flow. 

  We had a rather large add-on expense this year with 

the addition of the Circuit City area to maintain, plus the 

clean out of the bike gate area on Field Rd, the area out-

side our fence going around behind our community toward 

Kanes and Phillippi Shores, the addition of islands in the 

Cloisters and periodic spraying of swale in drainage ar-

eas.  I plan to ask if it is possible to have the landscape 

budget adjusted to meet these new demands. 

Our big project for 2010 will be the main long island 

inside the front gate and a modest start to the Eaglesô Nest 

area.  We will also tackle a few of our smaller islands as 

well. 

Other items: 

An engineering plan is still in the works for remediating the 

"junk collection" issue in the North Lake (1). It is still hoped 

county assistance will be available. There is still a county re-

striction limiting the lake fountains to 4 hours daily to reduce 

water evaporation.  

Car vandalism continues.  Please be sure any vehicles in 

driveways: 1) have keys removed;  2) be securely locked; 3) 

have valuables removed.

Run for OfficeðMake  a Difference 

 

The issue of "how people become board members" was raised 
at the October meeting.  There is, apparently, a perception 
among some Landins the board is an "old boys (& girls)  clubò 
and membership is somehow controlled by the board.  The Ea-
gle has covered elections of the LMA and LHA for eight years. 
It is clear elections are not controlled by either of these boards, 
but quite simply by the nominees or lack of nomi-
nees.  All too often we've observed the board hav-
ing to seek out nominees for open positions. Of 
course they go to people they know. 

The simple solution is for individual Landins to 
notify the board on which they'd like to serve of 
their interest and they will be put on the ballot. But 
this must be done in time for elections. (Self nomi-
nations from the floor are possible, but as you will 
see below, they stand little chance of election sim-
ply because of timing.) 

In preparation for the major elections in February 
here is a review of the process. 

Both the Landings Management Association (LMA) and 
Landings Homeownersô Association ( LHA), the two largest of 
the 22 property owner associations in the Landings, hold board 
elections in February. 

The LMA elections are held in the first of three meetings on  
Thursday February 4.  First Meeting - Monthly LMA Board 
Meeting 6:30 PM, Second Meeting - Annual Members Meeting 
of Association Presidents and Election of LMA Board 7:00 PM, 
Third Meeting -  Organizational Meeting of the new board to 
elect LMA officers  

The LHA meeting for elections is the second Thursday of the 
month, February 11. 

The nomination and voting processes differ between the two 

organizations, but one important factor is the same.  In both 
cases nominations, including self nominations, are permitted 
from the floor. Unless there is a shortage of nominees, floor 
nominations face tougher election.  Advance submissions have 
more time for review by board members, and those voting 
(therein is one of the major differences ï see below) are usually 
not as familiar with the nominees and their credentials. 

   At the LMA votes are cast by the presidents of each of the 
resident associations or their proxies, not by individual 
property owners ï though individual property owners 
are the candidates. At the LHA votes are cast by home-
owners either in person at the meeting or by mailed in 
ballot.  Homeowners can also just submit their proxy to 
the board, giving the board full control of all proxy 
votes.  Traditionally the final vote has rested in the 
hands of the board who voted the proxies as they see 
fit.  In recent years the board has, more democratically, 
voted the proxies in the same proportion as actual sub-
mitted votes.  Clearly true representation would be 

better served if all homeowners would actually mark their bal-
lots for specific candidates. 

Other associations vary in their procedures.  They are always 
detailed in the legal documents accompanying purchase within 
an association governed complex. 

Many details of the nomination, voting and governing process 
of the LMA (affecting every Landings resident) and individual 
homeowner are available at www.LandingsEagle.com, click on 
How it works or Legal Documents.  If you belong to a different 
association read your documents, or ask your president where 
to obtain them if you donôt have them. 

Participate in local government! Submit your name and any 
supporting materials you like, to a board member in plenty of 
time for the February nominations and balloting.

North and South Gate Entrances 

The majority of residents use the north gate 38.7% of the time with the Main gate a close second at 38.2% and the South gate at 

23.2%. The community is almost equally split on the idea of swinging gate with 176 residents voting NO and 172 voting YES. There 

was overwhelming rejection of the idea of a pedestrian-only gate at the south entrance with 292 residents voting NO and only 25 in 

favor. 

Playing Opportunities for Golf  

There are 61 residents that have expressed an interest in the potential of an arrangement with a private golf club while the majority 

of residents (280) had no interest. Of the 61 interested in golf, 67% would be interested in a golf league. 

Ecological and Environmental 

Over 70% of the residents support the idea of community wide ecological and environmental programs that would better the com-

munity. The majority of the comments from residents that did respond with a NO  expressed concerns about the scope of the pro-

grams and concerns about additional costs.

We all have our favorites when  it comes to our annual 
charitable contributions. Many include large and national 
organizations like our alma mater, one or two favorite 
medical and health related institutions-frequently based 
on some personal experience, favorite arts or cultural or-
ganizations and perhaps public radio or television. 

Like you I have many of those myself. But I was a bit 
surprised to find how few of my fellow Landins think to 
include the United Way of Sarasota County in our list. 
Less than 5% of Landings households do so. 

Why do I? For the last seven years I worked as a vol-
unteer for the United Way serving on the committee that 
assesses the programs for which they provide funding. 
These are generally specific programs within existing or-
ganizations. The largest percentage of organizations very 
are local, as opposed to divisions of national charities. 
Watching the pride of accomplishment among young peo-
ple at the Children's Haven or the camaraderie and mu-
tual support at The Mental Health Community Center  on 
my evaluation visits are just two reasons for my support.  

Many of the organizations and programs have names 
most have never heard of. Unless of course you or a 
loved one has been the beneficiary of their assistance. It's 
not possible to know of all the good works provided by 
these organizations serving very small niches in the com-
munity. That's the value of the United Way. They monitor 
and evaluate the efforts to make certain the monies do-
nated are distributed to worthy, productive community 
services. 

They primarily target Health and Human Services or-
ganizations, this year 54 different ones. 

In these difficult financial times they have a three-
tiered investment framework focusing on sustaining food, 
shelter, crisis intervention and protection from abuse and 
neglect and support for at-risk populations and hard-
working families. 

I urge you, if you have any doubts about the value of 
the United Way in our community or concerns about how 
it spends its money, to take a few minutes to examine 
their Internet site (www.uwsrq.com) which includes their 
audited financial statements, and make a decision to sup-
port the United Way in its annual campaign. .   

Our community ought to do better than 5% participa-
tion in this important community organization. Please re-
spond as generously as possible to The Landings Cam-
paign efforts this year.

General Safety and Convenience 

 

The response of the residents is clear that the majority of them do not want additional lighting or sidewalks.  

Many of the yes comments cited specific locations that the project team will review as part of their recommendations to the LMA 

board. Additionally, the majority of residents donôt believe we have a speeding problem and that we have the ñright numberò of 

speed bumps in the Landings and donôt want to see the addition of calming tables. Over 70% of the residents support the showing of 

IDôs at the gate and of the comments given with a NO response the majority believes that it isnôt necessary due to the ñResidents 

List.ò As for the perceived ñpoop-scoopò problem, the majority of residents donôt believe it exists. However, in looking at the break-

down of the results by association the highest numbers of positive results were from the combined South Associations (28% of re-

spondents) and the Homeowners (40% of respondents). 

Aesthetics Process 

Based on the survey results the focus of the project team will be on finding a replacement for the current rope system. The majority 

of the comments associated with the water feature, lighting and landscape had to do with concerns about expense and using our re-

sources wisely. 

Communications and Media Strategy 

The majority of residents that completed the survey support email as a monthly communication tool; however of those 244 that responded favorably 
only 138 provided their email addresses!

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NOTE:  In an effort to give residents a better idea of both the 
responsibilities and actions of our security service we will pro-
vide what is commonly called a "police blotter" of requests to the 
gate and actions taken.  Generally we will not provide specific 
names or addresses unless they are absolutely necessary to the 
story.   

Most material is verbatim from gate reports, rewritten and re-
dacted to protect privacy.   

The items are listed in no specific order.  
At or about midnight Wed/Thu 14/15 October entry was made by 

unknown persons into a Peregrine Point Circle residence.  Rear 

doors were reported to be unlocked. No one was injured according 

to information from the resident. Resident said a police report was 

filed.  The residence is not on the periphery of The Landings as 

were two similar incidents several years ago.  Resident was ad-

vised to lock all doors and consider installing motion detector 

lights near front and rear accesses. 

The gate received many calls regarding the power outage. The 

calls that came in were questions about which gate personnel 

would customarily not have  information. Several asked if the gate 

could call  the power company for them. One caller told the gate 

they did not have a working phone. I asked how are they speaking 

to me now? They just hung up.  The number for emergency power 

outage information at FPL is: 1-800-4-OUTAGE (1-800-468-

8243).  One of the reasons the gate cannot perform this duty is FPL 

will request specific information. like street address, to determine 

the extent of the outage. (This number has been added to the Emer-

gency Numbers, published in each issue of The Eagle.) 

On 10 Oct 09 at 1124 hrs the gate received a call from a resident 

saying that a dirt bike was inside the nature trail riding around. The 

individual was advised that this area was not designated for 

recreational vehicular activities. The young man ceased his 

activities. 

On 11 Oct 09 at 1715 hrs police were notified of two trespass 

suspects that were uncooperative with Security officers at the 

main gate area. Suspects were refusing to identify themselves 

after being observed parking their vehicle at the shopping cen-

ter parking lot and walking past the main gate to walk their 

pets inside the Landings. Deputies arrived and advised subjects 

not to enter said grounds unless they are invited. Subjects were 

allowed to leave without any further incident. 

A Heron Way resident  required assistance from E.M.S to 

help to getup from the floor. 

There was another vehicle break in. This break in was re-

ported on  25 Sept 09 at 1646 hrs. The victim stated to the 

main gate officer that on the 24th his vehicle was entered and 

searched by unknown suspects. He also revealed he had left the 

keys in the ignition and the vehicle was unlocked to begin 

with. Nothing was taken. 

All the vehicle thefts occurring within  a recent two week 

period were to unlocked vehicles! Please lock your vehicles 

left outside a garage, and close and lock garage doors!  

Chief of security recently did some ñplain clothes workò 

during the night on my days off. I concentrated my efforts out-

side the walls especially the south gate area. Interesting things 

out there in the wee hours of the night, but nothing specific to 

report affecting The Landings." 

A back pack was found outside the "walk thru"  gate contain-

ing school materials belonging to a resident youngster. Why it 

was there is unknown.
