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LMA Fee Plus $145 For 2011 
 

This report covers both the August and September meetings 

of the LMA board. 

The preliminary operating budget was presented to the board 

for 2011. As presented it will increase the annual assessment 

from  $1,030 to  $1,175  a $145 increase.   Litigation costs for 

the complaint filed regarding the Eagle's Nest Area (ENA), an 

additional $143 would be added to this year's current fee. See a 

discussion of these costs on page 5.  

The budget, as proposed for 2011 can be examined on page 

16. That review indicates additions and reductions from 2010. 

The budget will be acted upon at the meeting, Thursday, Octo-

ber 7.  Questions can be posed at that meeting.  The board will 

then either approve or call for further modifications of the 

budget.  An approved budget will be sent to association presi-

dents for study prior to their vote on acceptance at the Novem-

ber meeting.  

At the August meeting Kurt Jensen,  of Jensen and Co., pre-

sented a plan for dealing with the near 30 years of neglect of 

the drainage swales on LMA property. The complete report of 

that presentation can be found on page 12. 

   The president reports the Litigation Committee has met with 

attorneys regarding the Eagles Nest Area (ENA) lawsuit.  The 

various filings can be viewed in their entirety at 

www.LandingnsEagle.com.  The attorneys and the Litigation 

Committee will submit all of the request documentation as re-

quested by the plaintiffs in the suit.  Beyond that, on attorneys 

advice, the LMA board will have no further public discussion 

of the  litigation. 

The president also indi-

cated Jack Jost, chair of the 

Drainage Committee, had 

toured The Landings exam-

ining drainage issues.  

Drainage problems are a 

combination of LMA re-

sponsibility and individual 

land owner responsibility.  

The Eagle is researching 

the issue for a report in the 

November issue of the pa-

per.  

An irrigation leak, as 

reported on page 4, added 

to unexpected 2010 expens-

es.

Landings Election Process

Just as the Republicans and Democrats are looking 
on the November elections as especially important to the 
direction of our country, The Landings should look at our 
upcoming elections the same way. 

This editor has been publishing The Landings Eagle for 

almost 10 years. We cannot remember a time when more is-

sues have been facing The Landings while simultaneously so 

many changes will be taking place on the LMA board. 

The 30-year-old infrastructure of The Landings is re-
quiring more attention and repair. Many new, and not 
necessarily inexpensive, ideas are being placed before 
the board to improve our quality of life. We're also wel-
coming younger residents and families  into our commu-
nity. 

LMA president Bob Capo may not run for reelection, 
as he and his wife are planning to move back north. Lar-
ry Spelman, a longtime board member and past presi-
dent, has announced his resignation from the board. One 
of the reasons for leaving early, stated in his letter to the 
board, is to provide more opportunity for candidates to 
come forward to run for board positions.

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front entrance the two posts mounted on the welcoming monu-

ments have been removed and the electrical connections tempo-

rarily capped off. The newer fixture in the center island at the 

entrance will remain. The recently appointed aesthetics com-

mittee may have future recommendations regarding entrance 

lighting. 

The safety and security committee reports that a new contract 

has been signed with Allegiance Security. The contract is can-

celable by either party on 30 day notice. Cost of security is ex-

pected to be flat in 2011. It was reported that cameras recently 

installed in each of the Gates, providing color and higher reso-

lution, have already paid for themselves through reimburse-

ments for damages recorded by the cameras and charged to 

those responsible. 

This year's road work on Cedar Bay Lane was briefly delayed 

at the request of homeowners in the Cloisters. Residents are 

reminded, however, that such changes should be handled 

through the LMA board and not directly with contractors, as 

was the case in this instance. It was completed in August. There 

was some confusion as to whether the ñMiami Curbsò (concrete 

drainage along the side of the asphalt road) was considered in 

the engineering proposal for resurfacing.   

The Safety and Security Committee reported robberies and 

burglaries are up 30% in Sarasota.  Fortunately The Landings 

as not seen an increase, but caution and careful attention to in-

dividual home security is advised.   

There are concerns about the speed of vehicles on the 

ñstraight-awayò between the last island and the Landings Blvd. 

curve at Heron Way.  Speeding along that section of Landings 

Blvd. is especially hazardous  to people exiting the Cloisters at 

Cedar Bay.

ENA Litigation Costs 

The Eagle has had several queries regarding the potential 

cost of the ENA litigation detailed in the last issue of The Ea-

gle. 

At this time there are, of course, only estimates, prepared 

primarily for the 2011 LMA budget. Estimates provided by 

LMA counsel given to the LMA for planning purposes are 

$60,000 - $120,000.   The proposed budget is splitting the dif-

ference and budgeting $100,000.  Actual cost could be less if 

the matter is settled quickly and presumably more if it drags 

onward or if there are addition claims and counterclaims, court 

actions and potential appeals. 

For budgeting purposes the $100,000 will be allocated be-

tween 2010 and 2011.  However, since it is not budgeted for 

2010 the net effect on the annual property owner assessment 

will be to add $142 per household to the 2011 budget. That 

assessment will hit all property owners, including those 13 

households filing the suit the LMA is opposing. 

Those 13 households will also be paying the cost of their 

original litigation, for which The Eagle has no estimates.  As-

suming their cost could be near the same as the LMAôs 

$100,000 estimate, the cost to each household could be $7,692.  

Our sources tell us there is little likelihood of the either 

sideôs costs being reimbursed, win or lose.  

The LMA at a special meeting in June appointed a 

"Litigation Committee" to work with LMA counsel on matters 

related to the lawsuit. The members are: Robert Capo, Jack 

Jost, Larry Spelman (since resigned from the committee) and 

Richard Bayles.  

The LMA, as noted elsewhere, is planning no public discus-

sion of the case on the advice of counsel.  The only exception to 

the open meeting rules for Home Owners Associations, when 

counsel is present and discussing current or pending litigation. 

The LMA has been co-operative with The Eagle in provid-

ing copies of filings as soon as they are filed.  We post them 

immediately at www.LandingsEagle.com.  While the litigation 

is current the links to each document will be listed on the home 

page of the site.  

Reading over these documents, especially those asking for 

further information, the reader begins to understand the degree 

of complexity and how legal hours can mount resulting in the 

above cost estimates.

LHA Annual Fee Reduced to $60 
 

This report covers actions of the August and September meet-
ing of the Landings Homeowners Association. Preliminary 
budget estimates will indicate the LHA homeownerôs annual 
fee for 2011 will be $60, a $15 reduction from 2010. 
The LHA treasurer reports expenses are moderately over 
budget for the year-to-date due primarily to legal expenses re-
lated to foreclosures.  
Board member David Jacaruso left his board position after 
realizing he was in violation of LHA rule requiring board mem-
bers be homeowners. There is a legal technicality involved here 
which anyone wishing  to run for the board should be aware. It 
is not unusual for people when estate planning to put  property 
in the name of only one spouse. A spouse not a signatory to the 
property may not serve on the board, according to LHA legal 
counsel. Jacaruso was thanked by the board for his service, 
asked to continue to serve on the covenant enforcement com-
mittee and offered apologies for having 
to take the necessary action. Counsel 
further determined that a simple action 
by the board to accept board decisions 
made during this period of service can 
be reconfirmed by a board vote. That 
vote passed unanimously at the Septem-
ber meeting.  
At the September meeting  the board 
voted unanimously to ask Charles Alar-
io, of Peregrine Point Circle North, to 
fill Jacaruso's board seat. Alario brings a 
wealth of experience to the board. He 
has lived in The Landings six years. Pri-
or to that he resided in Oyster Bay where he served on the Oys-

ter Bay board  nine years, six years as its president . He was 
welcomed the board.  
Modifications to the homeowners rules and regulations have 
been sent to homeowners. They include clarification of the 
"dogs must be kept under control" issue. 
Unlike the LMA  regulation which calls for 
dogs to simply be "kept under control,"  the 
Homeowners Association rules require dogs 
to be kept on leashes or an enclosed area 
when outside. This clarification includes 
electronic fences within the definition of 
"enclosed area." In addition, when an elec-
tronic fence is in use,  a sign will be required 
notifying passersby that the property is so 
protected. The LHA will supply the signs to 
homes with existing electronic fences but 
will require their purchase for homes installing such fences in 
the future. The signs will cost approximately $26. 
A modification was also made to the period of time hurricane 
shutters may be left up. The revision reads: Dwellings may be 
boarded up only during the time of imminent threat of storm, 
but in no event shall remain boarded up for periods beyond the 
threat of storm or an excess of 10 days whichever is shorter. 
The board will permit the installation during hurricane season 
of clear window and/or protection that is not visible from the 
street(s) adjacent to the property. All hurricane protection must 
be removed outside of hurricane season.  
The board decided to bear some of the expense of superficial, 
exterior cleanup of the property of 1780 Pine Harrier Circle. 
The property has been vacant for some time. It is owned by 
BBT bank, which has at this point made no effort to assist in 
the cleanup or pay assessments. The LHA board is working 
with counsel on the best approach for handling such situations.

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Infrastructure Issues Continue to Mount 

Drainage/ Swale Issues 
 

Over the past several years The Landings has seen a substan-
tial increase in serious potholes resulting from deteriorating 
portions of the storm sewer system. The result has been repairs 
in the several thousands of dollars. Much of our infrastructure 
in The Landings is nearing 30 years old. Further deterioration is 
expected. Drainage repairs have been paid for out of Landings 
operating funds but have not been specifically budgeted in the 
past. The proposed budget for 2011, and likely future budgets, 
will include a line item to cover such repairs. 
When The Landings was built the roads and storm sewer sys-
tem as well as land drainage based on pipes and swales was part 
of the overall development plan. Unlike some parts of Sarasota 
County these are on private property owned by The Landings. 
Maintenance is the responsibility of the LMA, not the county.  
However, the County uses part of the system. North Lake for 
example, is part of their drainage and the county may contribute 
to partial maintenance in such situations.  The water distribution 
system, is  a county responsibility, except where it connects to 
the building, in which case the responsibility belongs to the 
building owners. 
The swales portion of The Landings drainage system falls 
into two categories: those on The Landings commons properties 
and those on private property belonging to individual homes or 
condominiums. The former is the responsibility of the LMA, 
the latter the responsibility of the homeowner or condominium 
association. 
In the nearly 30 years of The Landings existence many 
swales have filled in, overgrown, become blocked by roots or 
otherwise become obstructed.  Drainage chairman Jack Jost 
sought the advice of engineering consultant,  Kurt Jensen of 
Jensen and Group, about what should be done to bring them 
back to the proper levels to minimize flooding danger and com-
ply with necessary County rules. 
Environmental issues are substantially more important today 
than they were when The Landings was originally constructed. 
Now work on such drainage comes under the jurisdiction of the 
South Western Florida Water Management District, commonly 
known as SWFWMD - colloquially referred to as "Swiftmud.ò  
Jenson suggests applying to SWFWMD for a permit for the 
removal of silt and vegetation from the existing swales. The 
process of preparing the application for the permit involves 
obtaining and reviewing existing plans, permits, plats, aerial 
photographs, preparing the documentation and exemption re-
quest and providing follow-up coordination. Estimated cost for 
that alone is $7,500 -  $8,500. Simultaneously Jensen and group 
will use the Sarasota County aerial photographs to prepare a 
base map and drainage map for The Landings. That will cost 
$3,400. 
Ultimately a final plan would be determined, and costs esti-
mated to bring The Landings drainage system up-to-date. This 
is likely to be a long-term project budgeted over several years. 
It is likely a long term plan will be established for storm water 
drainage maintenance similar to the road maintenance plan for 
regular maintenance and repaving in place for many years. 
There are some instances throughout The Landings where 
water is not properly draining from individual properties. Prop-
erty owners are reminded that swales on their property, or be-
tween adjacent properties, are the responsibility of the property 
owners. 
It can be expected there will be further budget items in the 
years to come to repair and maintain the storm drainage system. 

Expensive Irrigation Piping Leak 
 

Kestral Park Way South at the corner of Landings Boulevard 
was torn up September 1 to stop a leak in a 4 inch water supply 
line. Most Landins are not aware that in addition to the county 

water and sewer lines there are extensive irrigation lines running 
under the community. These permit the watering of the exten-
sive islands and cul-de-sacs with well water as opposed to sub-
stantially more 
expensive 
county water. 
They are, 

however, main-
tained by the 
LMA and not 
by the county. 
In late August 
it was noticed 
that there was 
water collecting 
along the edge 
of the road and 
water coming 
up through 
cracks in the 
asphalt. Work-
ing with the 
county it was 
determined that 
this water was 
not coming 
from a county 
water line, be-
cause it was not 
chlorinated, but much more likely from a Landings irrigation 
line. 
The dig was about two thirds the width Of Kestral Park Way 

South and about 4 feet wide. It appears the leak came from a 
repair done some time ago, likely at least 15 years. Total cost of 
the repair is unknown at press time. Like several drainage relat-
ed problems this past year this is an unbudgeted expense. 
An employee of Hostetler Irrigation Inc, the company mak-

ing the repair after the site excavation, said it was quite likely 
pipes such as this run the length of Landings Boulevard and 
Kestral Park Way North and South, and smaller plates run from 
them to the many smaller islands in the community. He indicat-
ed that the PVC pipe can crack, but problems are more likely to 
occur at joints such as the earlier repair. While he wouldnôt sug-
gest the likelihood of future leaks, thereôs little question the in-
frastructure, like all of us, isnôt getting any younger!

 I served on the LMA Board of Directors for a number of 

years. In fact for four years that occurred approximately 9 to 5 

years ago I was not only on the Board but I was also President 

of LMA. Feeling that I had served long enough, I recently re-

signed from my position as a director. Under the LMA By  

Laws, this means that the Board itself can and undoubtedly by 

the time you read this letter will have elected a replacement for 

me as a director to serve the balance of my term which ends the 

first Thursday in February 2011. In practical terms, it really 

means that the President selects a replacement for a resigning 

director and that the President's selection is and has always 

been confirmed by the entire Board. (This is no criticism of the 

President; I did it myself when I was President.) 

 The same thing happens when a director completes his/her

Visualizing the Landings Management board for 2011 
and beyond, we will need members who can balance the 
needs of the various constituencies living here. We will 
need members with strong planning skills and fiscal re-
sponsibility. We can't help but be concerned that future 
needs of the community will press everyone's pocket 
books, but especially those living here on fixed incomes. 
Careful financial decisions, thoughtful building of ade-
quate reserves and balanced, but not extravagant, priori-
ties will be necessary.  

We have written frequently on these pages about the 
rather cumbersome way the documents dictate how we 
must vote for board members. The primary difficulty with 
the election process is that the vote is actually made by 
the presidents of the various Landings associations. The 
problem is not in their judgment but that they are usually 
provided with a slate upon which to vote prior to election 
day and frequently simply provide their proxy so the exist-
ing board actually does the vote. We think, even within 
this framework, a plan can be established  to assure:  
wide open elections, as broad participation as possible, 
by as many candidates as express interest.  

We believe the LMA should institute such a plan. 

We also hope more qualified Landings residents can 
be encouraged to run for those positions. In nine years of 
covering elections we can remember only two instances 
in which there was competition for an open board seat. 
We believe competition is a good thing, and should be 
encouraged. There are still those who feel that the 
boards are made up of "good old boys" who continue to 
elect their friends to the board positions. We do not be-
lieve that is true. We believe it is the perception because 
so often the existing board members have been required 
to recruit people to fill board positions rather than finding 
new people who come forward offering to run for open 
board positions. 

We believe the following elements, or variations there-
of, should be part of an overall plan for LMA board elec-
tions. 

An active campaign by LMA board members, this 
newspaper, Association Presidents and any and all 
interested Landins to recruit and encourage people to 
run for LMA board positions. Perhaps charge each 
existing board member to find one person willing to 
run! 

Act quickly to establish a time line permitting maxi-
mum opportunity for recruiting multiple candidates, 
and providing time for maximum exposure prior to

sending out ballots.  

Encourage, or perhaps require, a short statement of 
reasons for running, their basic governing philosophy 
and goals they hold for LMA actions.  These should be 
published in December Eagle or no later than the Jan-
uary issue.  

Between the publication of the statements and the 
February Annual Meeting, the board should mandate a 
public meeting at which each candidate can make a 
brief statement and take questions from the audience.  

The audience at this meeting should consist of As-
sociation Presidents (the ñvoting delegatesò) who do 
the actual voting at the Annual Meeting and any resi-
dent member wishing to attend. Members should be 
encouraged to discuss their choice of candidates with 
their ñvoting delegate,ò in other words their Association 
President.     

The Landings Documents permit qualified individu-
als to be nominated from the floor (including self-
nomination.)  For that reason the LMA should encour-
age all Association Presidents to actually come to the 
annual meeting, unmarked ballot in hand, rather than 
sending in their marked ballot and proxy. 

The goals:  to provide the widest possible choice of 
qualified candidates;  to permit their exposure to the full 
constituency as well as the voting delegates; to provide as 
open and transparent an election process as possible. 

This election, and the election of officers which will fol-
low, is quite possibly the most important LMA election in 
recent years. 

Please consider participating in the process.

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term as director and decides not to run for re-election to the 

Board. The President selects a replacement and the President's 

selection is invariably confirmed by "the membership." So, let 

me explain what I mean by "the membership." 

 The Board meets at the Racquet Club at 7:00 p.m. on the 

first Thursday of every month. (Traditionally, but not neces-

sarily, a meeting in the month of July is skipped.) On the first 

Thursday in February of every year there is also a membership 

meeting attended primarily by the twenty Presidents of the 

Homeowner and Condominium Associations in The Landings 

(the "Constituent Associations"). The Presidents of the Constit-

uent Associations are the only ones who have the right to vote 

for the election of LMA directors. As a practical matter, a num-

ber of the Presidents of the Constituent Associations do not 

personally attend the membership meeting, but simply send in 

their signed and blank proxies to the LMA President, which 

means that the LMA President usually has the majority of 

votes to elect the new directors for the forthcoming year. In all 

my years as a director, I only observed one contested election 

for a directorship. 

 As a result of the foregoing, the directorship of the LMA 

Board has practically always been a close corporation run by 

the Board with little or no participation by the membership of 

the community residing in The Landings. I do not regard this to 

be a healthy situation. I think that there should be greater par-

ticipation by the members of the community. I think that the 

LMA Board would be better served if members of the commu-

nity nominated themselves as directors and if there were con-

tested elections for membership on the Board. I urge members 

of the community to consider service on the LMA Board and 

to nominate themselves for election to the Board. 

 You can accomplish this by notifying George Niel at Argus 

Management Company (941-927-6464) of your desire to run 

for election to the Board. A self nomination is all that is need-

ed. But you cannot stop there. Because of the situation I out-

lined above, you will also have to ask George Niel for the 

names, telephone numbers and addresses of the Presidents of 

the Constituent Associations who will vote at the annual mem-

bership meeting the next first Thursday in February. And 

then, you will have to proselytize among those Presidents and 

persuade them to vote for you at the February meeting, or else 

you will never be elected. I wish you GOOD LUCK.

    Technically our neighbor was not eligible to be a director, 

but the result is to remove a person who was elected and re-

elected by vote of the membership.  I doubt that he has any 

interest in returning to the board, but his exclu-

sion demonstrates a need to change the bylaws. 

    Election to the board of a Landings association should be 

open to anyone who lives in its jurisdiction with a spouse, par-

ent, child or partner who is officially recorded as the owner of 

the residence.  The same should apply to any resident of a 

home or condo owned by a trust, if the resident is a beneficiary 

of the trust.  I urge all Landings Associations to check their 

documents and amend them if necessary to achieve this result.

The AugustïSeptember Eagle presents a distorted picture of 

the Eagle Reserve issue. The residents, who bought properties 

adjacent to the Eagle Reserve, bought their properties with the 

knowledge that prevailing covenants would protect them from 

human intrusion into the Eagle Reserve. Our concerns are envi-

ronmental, security, costs and privacy. In the recently re-

vised amendments, to the original covenants, the LMA incor-

porated a revised Paragraph 29 to weaken the restriction of 

access to the Eagle Reserve area.  This was a violation of a 

personal commitment made to us by the leadership of the 

LMA, and a subsequent vote of the LMA Board, that no sub-

stantive changes would be made to the original Paragraph 29, 

which clearly restricted access to the Preserve.  

 The LMA Board does not agree with the adjacent homeown-

ers, and our understanding of the covenants. We and our attor-

ney have repeatedly requested to meet with the LMA Board to 

discuss and attempt to resolve our differences, but these re-

quests to meet with them have been denied. The LMA 

Board brushed aside the legitimate concerns of the adjacent 

homeowners.    

  The LMA intransigence and unwillingness to discuss this 

situation has forced us to seek legal redress, creating unneces-

sary expenses for all. The Eagle Reserve homeowners are pro-

tecting their assets and rights and this should be treated with 

respect and civility.

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From the Gate Reports 
 

   Editor's Note: This report is based on 
reports from the security service and 
gate guards.  While it is rewritten for 
clarity purposes, and to delete specific 
names and addresses, it is still reported 
in the fairly "raw" style of the security 
reports.  The Eagle has been asked why 
we don't follow up with what happened 
in each case. For the most part there is 
no further information. As we can gather 
it from the sheriff's office, or as Landings 
authorities take further action we will try 
to provide that information.  
    We publish it to provide Landins with 
information on the activities of the secu-
rity staff and  to apprise them of existing 
security concerns.  

 

It's that time of the year again where we at security ask all 
the residents to update their personal info regarding visitors 
listings and most important their phone numbers.  
7/31 North Gate. An unknown resident reported to the main 

gate officer that there was a down light pole by the north gate. 
Upon arrival I observed, 75' 
from the gate entry a fancy light 
pole down on the grass. It has 
been damaged from the base. 
There were no witnesses or sus-
pect description of the person/s 
or vehicle that could of created 
the damage. 

The chief of security reports: 
It was a matter of time before a 
complaint would be received by security about youngsters driv-
ing their scooters. Seven complaints with in a 3 minute period 

was received by long standing residents 
either driving or riding their bicycles 
about two young individuals driving mo-
torized scooters in a reckless matter, diso-
beying stop signs, not yielding the right of 
way and joy riding throughout the area. 
Two separate complaints were about the 
noise the scooter emits on a holiday week-
end. 
All complainants live in different parts of 

the community and do understand the consensus of having the 
vehicle for a purpose, being running errands and so forth. 
When the youngsters were approached on the nature trail with 
the gas operated vehicles they stated that the association 
had allowed them permission to joy ride with the vehicles 
throughout The Landings. 
I did manage to speak to their mother, explaining that resi-

dents were about to call the police but I have delayed such ac-
tion. The parents took immediate action with the youngsters . I 
was unable to reach the second family on the initial attempt.  
I have received no further complaints regarding this matter.  
 

An anonymous Landin, calling him/herself  ñboard mem-
berò  wrote  a letter to Allegiance (the security company con-
tracted by the LMA) complaining about one of the officers.  It 
is printed here, verbatim with the permission of the Chief of 
Security, and Bill Whitman, Chair of the LMA Safety and Se-
curity Committee. Names have been redacted from the letter.  
Following the letter several of Whitmanôs comments are 

paraphrased.  Be sure to review them as well.

Landings Patrol Blotter 

To Whom it may concern: 
As a member of the board of the Sarasota Landings Board 

I personally wanted to address this letter to the Sarasota Alle-
giance Management team informing you of an official com-
plaint of an Officer (redacted) the Landings gatehouse in Sar-
asota. 
For the past several years, my wife and 1 enjoyed living at 

the Landings and have always felt safe with your security team 
being there in which every one of them has treated us with 
courtesy and respect. We have always felt welcome to come 
home without intimidation that until (the specific officer) ar-
rived several months ago. As a member of the board myself, I 
believe that this officer is overall unprofessional. Several resi-
dents, including other members of the board, also believe that 
he is rude, arrogant, and disrespectful towards other residents. 
Such as examples as follows in which my wife and I have 

witnessed: 
1. Witnessing intimidation techniques towards residence 
2. Being disrespectful towards my wife 
3. Addressing us with food in his mouth 
4. Having "óSecurity"  written on personal vehicle (which can 

conclude 
misrepresentation or impersonating an officer)        
5. Telling us he " wonôt change.ò  
6. Allowing unauthorized personnel into gatehouse (such 

as the maintenance man) 
In conclusion, I have not submitted this information to the 

board nor my endorsements for his dismissal however several 
residents, both my neighbors and my wife, and 1 all believe 
that these issues should be the result of a dismissal or termina-
tion due to his overall unprofessionalism. If disciplinary action 
is not enforced on these issues by your management within 30 
days, another letter will be addressed to the office as well as to 
the Landings board along with a neighborhood petition. 1 do 
not wish to write a second 
letter 
including a petition nor I 
want to inform Bill Whitman 
of this issue yet. As a member 
of the board, I believe that 
this issue is now in the hands 
of Allegiance security in 
which action should be taken.

Whitmanôs observations:  
Anonymous complaints are 
virtually impossible to follow 
up on, as there is no one to 
ask about the circumstances. 
The accused officer cannot 
recollect any situation which 
he feels match the accusa-
tions.   Further, according to 
Whitman, this issue should 
have been brought to the at-
tention of the chief of security 
and Whitman himself, rather 
than dealing with the security 
firm which is a contractor 
working under Whitman's 
supervision.  
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Landins propose further remediation of undesirable 

exotic plants.  Larry Lawrence, chair of the now disband-

ed Environmental Sub-Committee of the Strategic Plan-

ning committee, along 

with Landin George Deck-

er laid out a proposed plan 

to remove undesirable ex-

otics from the area west of 

the Landings Racquet 

Club and Landings South I 

& III.   

Initially they had 

planned to propose 

$20,000 funding be in-

cluded in the LMA budget 

for 2011 for Phase 1, and 

undetermined funding for 

Phase 2 in  2012.  After 

further study, however 

they determined those are, 

in fact, owned by and the 

responsibility of the LRC 

and Landings South I & 

III. 

Presumably when the Landings was first developed 

the view from the areas in question were to the Bay with 

only federally protected mangroves, in between.  In the 

nearly 30 interim years exotic invasives, primarily Brazili-

an Pepper trees and Carrot wood trees, have taken over 

area 1 in the illustration and are quickly multiplying in 

area 2. 

Lawrence, also an LMA board member, recommend-

ed to the LMA board to encourage the LRC and Landings 

South I & III they consider a remediation plan.  

In many ways this is another instance of The Land-

ings showing its age.  But it is a case where remediation 

along the way might have lessened the financial impact of 

having to deal with 30 years of untouched exotics multi-

plying. 

The process for removal is not a simple matter ac-

cording to Landin George Decker.  First the bark must be 

slashed in several places and appropriate herbicides laid 

into the gashes.  Not in the photograph each of the Pepper 

Trees seems to have many lower trunks.  After the chemi-

cals have done their job the trees may be cut down near 

the base.

The following material excerpted from Identification 

and control of non-native Invasive Plants in the Tampa 

Bay Area,  Published by Hillsborough County Florida,  

provides the information of the dangers of invasive exot-

ics to Florida ecology. 

While there are more than 125 exotic species identi-

fied by the Florida Exotic Pest Plant Council (EPPC as 

Category I or II pest plants, the Invasive Species Task 

Force of Hillsborough 

County, Florida, has se-

lected 20 especially trou-

blesome plant species 

found in the Tampa Bay 

region. This field guide 

provides the information 

necessary to identify and 

chemically treat pest 

plants and includes re-

placement suggestions 

for replanting once the 

targeted plants are con-

trolled. 

The Florida EPPC re-

gards Category I plants 

as: "Invasive exotics that 

are altering native plant 

communities by displac-

ing native species, 

changing community structures or ecological functions, 

or hybridizing with natives." Sixteen of the 20 species in 

this booklet are Category I pest plants. The remaining 

four are Category II speciesð plants on their way to 

becoming Category I because of "increased abundance 

or frequency" in Florida plant communities. 

A non-native invasive is a plant from somewhere 

other than Florida that spreads aggressively into natural 

areas. All non-native plants are not invasive. They be-

come invasive when they outgrow and replace native 

plants in natural plant communities. 

Non-native invasive plants threaten our natural plant 

communities and pose ecological and financial impacts. 

Millions of dollars are spent each year to fight these pest 

plants. Local, state and federal governments, farmers 

and ranchers, and other organizations play a role in the 

control of non-native invasive plants. Ecologically, these 

plants change the composition of natural plant and ani-

mal communities. Many animal species that co-exist and 

evolve with native plant communities cannot readily 

adapt to rapid changes made to their habitats by non-

native invasive species. Invasive plants deplete the soil 

of nutrients and moisture, block sunlight to native 

plants, prevent access to water (for animal species), de-

prive animals of nesting areas and food sources, and 

provide ideal conditions for yet other non-native species 

to invade. Areas with non-native invasive species tend 

to become monocultures (areas where one plant species 

dominates) and greatly reduce habitat diversity.

     As of July 1st, the Distressed 

Condominium Relief Act went 

into effect as reported in the last 

edition of The Landings Eagle.  

This month, Iôd like to highlight a 

few portions of this large bill that 

has now become law. 

     Most of the dreaded ñproof of 

insuranceò language that was 

voted in back in 2008 has been removed.  However, your HO6 

policy still must include loss assessment coverage of at least 

$2,000 for special assessments passed by your association as a 

result of a direct insurance loss. 

     Elections are right around the corner, but if the two party 

system breaks down in your association, there is still hope.  Co-

owners of a unit may both serve on the Board of Directors if 

there are not enough eligible candidates to fill the vacancies.  

The Director Certification form introduced last year is no long-

er needed.  However, within 90 days after an election, each new 

director must certify in writing to the Secretary that the Director 

has read the governing documents, that the Director will work 

to uphold such documents to the best of his/her ability and that 

he/she will faithfully discharge his/her fiduciary duty to the 

members.  Hopefully, this is not a deal breaker for those willing 

to serve their association in this volunteer capacity.  Under-

standing the documents is important, but not necessarily to a

   This has been a Hurricane Season 

(2010) with some surprises.  

   Throughout July and August, hurricanes 

were about as rare as hen's teeth. Yet 

from watching the commercial Weather 

Channel (31), which loves the melodrama 

of storms, or from reading The Sarasota 

Herald-Tribune about how this season, by 

ignoring July and August (!?), was "sure" to be a humdinger, 

you would certainly believe that a hurricane could crop up any 

moment. So, folks, go out and buy batteries, stock up on bot-

tled water, and keep your household storm insurance policy 

intact.--yes, even in hurricane-free Sarasota... 

 So, what was it that deterred such storms for two whole 

months this summer?  

It was the dry, cool Saharan Air Layer (SAL), which inhib-

its storms by throttling convection of damp air into the atmos-

phere.  

This summer the SAL extended itself as far west as Cuba. 

Yet the SH-T published absolutely nothing about it. But the 

SAL inhibiting factor was widely reported on the 'Net. Our 

local paper appears to be committed to avoiding any downplay-

ing of the dangers implicit in any hurricane season .In the edi-

tors' and publisher's view, the public is congenitally, foolishly 

complacent about storms. (Alas, perhaps they are not entirely 

wrong in making this assumption,. However...). Therefore, 

when a given season starts without such storms, as some sea-

sons do, the SH-T appears to have decided nevertheless not to 

encourage public apathy by noting any natural, inhibiting fac-

tors working to deter hurricanes. As, indeed, such factors actu-

ally did arise in July and August this year.  

Let's ask ourselves what this shying away from the facts has 

to do with truth and accuracy in weather reportage in a newspa-

per. Do we want to be Nannied by our local presses by being 

"saved from the truth"? 

By September, the hurricane picture radically changed in 

the Atlantic. At one point at the turn of the new month, the 

weather map was dotted with a train of tropical storms-cum-

hurricanes moving northwestward from Africa. Then there was 

Earl... 

Why this change as September began? The major factor was 

that the SAL had dissipated. This is often the case with this 

dust-laden air as the summer progresses. With the SAL thin-

ning out, storms could begin to form in their usual late-summer 

manner off the Central African coast. The extra-warm sea wa-

ter feeding such tropical waves and tropical storms was operat-

ing freely while the twist imparted to the damp, ascending air 

(SAL inhibits such convection) by the Coriolis Force of Earth's 

rotation seemed likewise assured  A normal Season, if belated-

ly, was finally underway.  And Earl was its star attraction. 

Several September weeks of unpredictable storm formation 

now lie ahead. This includes storms that originally form in our 

immediate neighborhood of the Caribbean Sea. This is where 

late-season storms habitually develop

One thing I find is that if I pick my shot before they serve it 

seems to help me be ready to hit a good shot.
